The Community Environmental Response Facilitation Act (CERFA) amended the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act, 42 U.S.C. § 9620(h)(4)(C)(iv) (CERCLA), to require the identification of uncontaminated property at military installations that are closing pursuant to the Defense Base Closure and Realignment Act of 1990 (part A of title XXIX of Public Law 101-510; 10 U.S.C. § 2687 note).   “Uncontaminated property” is any real property or parcel thereof on which no hazardous substances and no petroleum products or their derivatives are known to have been disposed of or released.  (CERCLA 120(h)(4)(A)  
The Department of the Army (Army) investigated the real property associated with {INSERT NAME OF INSTALLATION} and completed its review of required environmental information delineated in CERCLA Section 120(h)(4)(A).
