Happy Holidays!   Hope everyone had a wonderful Thanksgiving!

A lot has been happening over the past couple of months.  The Office of the Assistant Chief of Staff for Installation Management (OACSIM) and the US Army Installation Management Command are undergoing a major transformation.  As part of this transformation, proponency for the Army’s Competitive Sourcing Program moved from the OACSIM Management Support Division to the Installation Services Directorate under Mr. Ivan Bolden and Ms. Barbara Sisson effective 1 Nov 07.
The Competitive Sourcing Programs Branch welcomes Mr. Bolden and Ms. Sisson into our competitive sourcing family.  We know that you will give them your support as we continue to work on this very important program.  
1.  News from Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD).    
          a.  Funding and Overseas Applicability.  The Circular applies to commercial activities performed by government personnel as defined in Attachment D to the Circular.  How these positions are funded (O&M, revolving funds) and where they are located is immaterial (CONUS, OCONUS).  OSD is still hearing that there are attorneys out there advising their clients that the Circular does not apply overseas.  This is NOT true.  
          b.  Component Competitive Sourcing Official (CCSO) Signature.  The Circular requires that the CSO, Mr. Grone, sign certain requests and these cannot be re-delegated to either his Deputy or the Director, Housing and Competitive Sourcing, Mr. Joe Sikes.   The Circular allows certain CSO responsibilities to be delegated.  For these delegated responsibilities where no further delegation is permitted, your CCSO is required to sign memos such as time-limit waiver approval requests to the CSO.  This means that if your CCSO is TDY, individuals who are “acting” or “deputies” cannot sign these memos on the CCSO’s behalf. 

         c.  Final Decision - Congressional Notifications.   Currently USD(AT&L) must sign the 10 USC 2462(a) decision notification to Congress.  OSD is staffing a DLA decision package that includes a format that will be required by the DoDI to standardize the reports to Congress for public-private competitions.  As part of this package, OSD has a delegation memo for USD(AT&L) signature that will delegate this authority to the CCSO.  The OSD attorney has the package for coordination.

          d.  OSD Staff Changes.  Susan Tigner left OSD’s General Counsel’s office, and Gurden Drake has taken over the A-76 responsibilities in the legal office.  Sue Hildner is now the Acting Deputy Director to Mr. Shay Assad (Director DPAP), and Linda Neilson will be replacing Sue as OSD’s acquisition advisor.  Congratulations and best wishes to both Susans as they move forward in their careers.  Their support was invaluable to this program. 

          e.  The OSD Director for Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy signed out the attached memo.  It provides guidance to the contracting community regarding the reporting of past performance information.  This memo responds to two IG audits.  One is DoD(IG) Report D-2006-28 and was a Congressionally mandated audit of DCAMIS.  
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2.  Competitive Sourcing Tidings.  
     a.  The 2008 Installation Management Institute (IMI) training will be held at the Kentucky International Conference Center (KICC) in Louisville, Kentucky, from 14-17 Jan 08.   The Competitive Sourcing track is limited to 45 personnel for attendance.  Registration is free, so register early to ensure you reserve a space.   IMI registration and Hotel reservations close on 28 Dec 07.  The government rate ($97 per night) cannot be guaranteed if you register after this date.      c.  An updated Competitive Sourcing IMI Training Agenda is listed below: 
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3.  COMPARE/DoD Commercial Activities Management Information System (DCAMIS) Updates. 

    a.  DCAMIS Fixed-Costs Data Call for the 647b Report to Congress.  We thank you for providing your 647b Fixed-Costs input to us in a timely manner.  The Army's competitive sourcing fixed cost input was submitted to OSD on 20 Nov 07.
    b.  Planned December DCAMIS Data Downloads for the 647b Report to Congress.  OSD downloaded the initial DCAMIS data needed for the annual 647b report in November.  In an attempt to capture all FY07 competitive sourcing costs, OSD will conduct subsequent DCAMIS data downloads in December.
    c.  DCAMIS FY07 Service Execution Data/Updates still required for 17 records.  We commend all DCAMIS users on a job well done maintaining their records.  Great strides were made this year in DCAMIS maintenance and made the Army data the most complete it has ever been.  At the moment and for the first time ever, the Army DCAMIS records have no non-compliant sections requiring validation or reviews; outstanding effort on your part!  Again, we applaud your outstanding maintenance efforts!
As we've said before, DCAMIS record maintenance is not stagnant.  Since 30 Sep, 15 records ended their latest performance period and are pending service execution cost data for FY07.   Please have your installation coordinators finish gathering service execution data from their local contracting offices or Most Efficient Organizations, and input the data as soon as possible.  Additionally, please run the audit reports to ensure all required performance period updates, validations, and reviews are completed for your organization.
    d.  Source Selection Authority (SSA) Name, Data Element (DE) 1- 48.  Regarding the SSA name field in DCAMIS, the ARMY SOURCE SELECTION MANUAL dated February 2007, Chapter 2, page 6 under Roles and Responsibilities of SSO Members, paragraph 1, states, "The identity of the SSA shall be considered procurement sensitive and shall not be disclosed to anyone who has not signed a non-disclosure statement for that solicitation."
Currently, DCAMIS does not require an entry until after the Final Decision is made.  It is an optional entry up until the adjusted baseline cost screen is completed.

Therefore, treat the SSA Name as "Procurement Sensitive" until after the final decision is made.  Leave the SSA Name field, DE 1-48, blank until after the adjusted baseline cost screen is completed and enter only when required for the final Competition Official screen save.
    e.  Revised A-76 Data Elements dated 27 Nov 2007.  In last month's newsletter, we stated the newest release of the DCAMIS data elements were available in the DCAMIS reference section found under the main menu.  Please disregard - the newest version is now dated 27 Nov 07.  OSD will have the new definitions added to the DCAMIS reference area soon.  
    f.  COMPARE.  The OSD A-76 Costing Helpdesk issued the attached document containing one news article, A-76 Personnel Workbook (v1.3) Other Pay Calculations Corrected, for your information and use as you deem appropriate.
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4.  Training.

     a.  Is Preliminary Planning in-progress or just around the corner?  Please remember, the COMPARE Costing software application must be used by the government to determine the competitions baseline costs.  Would COMPARE training be useful to you?  ACSIM is offering two more COMPARE classes in FY08.  Opportunity dates and times are:

SUBJECT: Past Performance Information

Reference Department of Defense Inspectors General (DoDIG) audit reports
(http://www.dodig.osd.mil/Audit/reports/06Report.htm): (a) "Acquisition: Source
Selection Procedures for the Navy Construction Capabilities Contract (D-2006-061)"
dated March 3, 2006 and (b) "Defense Infrastructure: DoD Reporting System for the
Competitive Sourcing Program (D-2006-028)" dated November 22, 2005.

Past performance information is a tool used to provide feedback to contractors on
actual contract performance and the information is utilized in the source selection
process. It is important that the acquisition workforce input contractor past performance
information into DoD's data capture system, the Contractor Performance Assessment
Reporting System (CPARS), whenever a procurement action meets the DoD dollar
threshold. All contracts that meet the thresholds stated in Attachment A should be
included in CPARS. There is an expectation of noticeable performance improvements
and greater efficiency and effectiveness of operations when past performance information
is used effectively.

The Office of the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology &
Logistics (Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy) issued "A Guide to Collection
and Use of Past Performance Information (Version 3)" dated May 2003 which is
available at http://www.acq.osd.mil/dpap/paic/attachments/guides/ppiguide-2003.pdf.

The $1 million threshold for services is applicable to all contracts where the
contract is valued at or over $1 million including unexercised orders and options, and
past performance information should be collected. Past performance information should
be collected beginning at contract award and for all performance periods, not just the
performance periods where the $1 million threshold was reached or exceeded. If past
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performance information is not captured before a contract reaches the reporting threshold,
the information must be captured when it does. Acquisition personnel must amend
performance evaluations if significant information about a contractor's performance
under a specific order surfaces prior to overall contract closeout. For example, if a
contractor doesn't honor extended warranty provisions after a contract ends, that should
be noted. Attachment A identifies the thresholds when past performance information
must be collected.

DoD Components must also collect past performance information on previously
exempt contracts. The DoDIG found seven contracts considered exempt by the
respective agencies when awarded under FAR Subpart 8.7 and FAR Subpart 13.5. When
thresholds are exceeded under FAR Subparts 8.7 and 13.5, past performance information
must be collected.

The Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS) collects and retains
past performance information on contractors for the entire Federal Government. DoD
Components are required to load past performance information into CPARS which
automatically feeds completed performance assessments to the PPIRS. The CPARS
guide is located at http://cpars.navy.mil/cparsfiles/pdfs/DoD%20CPARS%20Guide%
20June%202007.pdf. Source selection officials access PPIRS when making competitive
award decisions. Federal agencies are also collecting contractor past performance
information through the use of their own systems which also automatically feed data to
the PPIRS.

When documenting past performance, you are encouraged to recognize contractors
for their extraordinary efforts and also to indicate when contractors are uncooperative or
not responsive during performance for that particular contract or order. This information
would be placed in the "Management Responsiveness” or "Business relations” portion of
the applicable CPARS assessment.

'"The DoD contract thresholds for contractor performance assessment information (see FAR 42.1502) are based
on a DoD class deviation to the FAR and apply to the "aggregate" value of contracts. This means if a contract's
original award value was less than the applicable threshold but subsequently the contract was modified and the
new value is greater than the threshold, then a performance assessment (or assessments) must be made,
starting with the first anniversary that the contract's face value exceeded the threshold. If the total contract value
including unexercised options and orders (for IDIQ contracts, the total estimated value of unexercised options
and orders) is expected to exceed the collection threshold, initiate the data collection process at the start of the
contract. Buying activities may choose to collect performance assessments for awards below these thresholds.

2Only required when the contractor indicates non-concurrence with the CPARS, when the contractor is non-
responsive, or if otherwise requested by the contractor during the 30-day comment period.

*or equivalent individual responsible for program, project or task/job order execution.

*For contracts under the $5M threshold, buying activities should continue to accumulate contractor performance
data from existing management information systems, which already capture data on timeliness of delivery and
quality of product or service (examples of such performance information collection systems inciude the
Automated Best Value Method, Red/Yellow/Green, and Past Performance Information Retrieval System -
Statistical Reporting Module).
