Greetings!

1.  Competitive Sourcing (CS) Tidings.  At long last, the revision to AR 5-20, Competitive Sourcing Program effective 27 July 2008, the DA PAM 5-20 dated 27 June 2008, and all prescribed DA Forms 5473, 5475, 5476, 5477, 5478, 5479, 5481, 7194, 7375, and 7379 (dated March 2008) are now posted on the Army Publishing Directorate website located at http://www.apd.army.mil/.  Please use the new DA Form 7375 (CPAS) and DA Form 7379 (FDR) for all future submissions.

3.  COMPARE/DoD Commercial Activities Management Information System (DCAMIS) Updates. 

    a. DCAMIS Tip:  Per DCAMIS guidance on reporting a MEO performance periods FTEs, you use the "MEO Actual FTE's" data element.  This value's definition is the actual number of FTE's performing the work is the staffing of Federal employee's expressed in terms of annual productive work hours (1,776) rather than annual available hours (2,080).

The ACTUAL MEO FTE data field must exclude all contract employees (Contract Man-year Equivalents (CMEs)).  Those costs are captured in the dollars reported against the "Actual MEO Subcontract Costs" data element.
    b. DoD Validate & Review Policy:  Components shall ensure that all active DCAMIS records are validated and then reviewed in each DCAMIS record on at least an annual basis no later than 30 September.  Once a completed section has been validated and reviewed, no further validation or review of that section is required unless an update to a section occurs after validation and review; then another validation and review of the section shall be performed.
A final validation and review of the record’s last recorded section(s) shall be performed after a DCAMIS record is terminated or closed.
    c. DCAMIS Status/Service Execution Reporting:  The Army closed performance period reporting on 6 records last month and still has 84 active competition records in the DCAMIS database.  Of these active records, 71 Army competitions report post decision service performance execution data and 13 competitions are in-progress at varying stages prior to Performance Decision involving 1,960 publically announced positions.  Additionally, Performance Period Audit Report lists 16 competitions requiring Service Execution data.  Three of these records are 5 months past their Performance Period (PP) End Date and require their service execution data updated to bring the record current.  Please update when the data becomes available.
    d. COMPARE:  
Current Software Version 3.3 and current Tables and User Manual are dated 20 March 2008. There were no updates posted during July.
4.  Training.  Organizations are responsible for Travel Expenses; scheduled CS courses are provided at no tuition cost to the students.  However, organizations are encouraged to schedule their own CS training as required.  All training requests should be submitted to the command POC or IMCOM region using the request format found on the Army CS website.  The Training link is http://www.hqda.army.mil/acsim_ca/Training.ASPX.
