ARMY SUSTAINABILITY INITIATIVE
The Office of the Director of Environmental Programs (DAIM-ED) is continuing the FORSCOM Sustainability Initiative started in FY 2001. This initiative was developed to provide a process for evaluating installation sustainability 25 years out, establish sustainability goals to ensure continued readiness of using units of the installation and provide a communicative medium for community involvement in the installation and region. This initiative has been implemented at Forts Bragg, Hood, Lewis and Carson. It is designed to include all functional areas in the decision process, with key leadership buy-in. All directorates/divisions of OACSIM are involved in sustainable installations, whether through the Sustainable Design and Development program or through reduction in compliance sites to reduce regulatory oversight of the installation.
