EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

(U) SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT AND DESIGN INITIATIVE WINS NATIONAL AWARD. (U)  General Services Administration (GSA) has selected the Army Sustainable Design and Development (SDD) policy initiative, led by the Facilities Policy Division of ACSIM’s Facilities and Housing Directorate, as winner of the fifth annual GSA Achievement Award for Real Property Innovation.  The SDD policy goal is to integrate sustainable design and development concepts into all installation planning and infrastructure project actions and decisions.  The award recognizes a team of ACSIM and US Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) facilities policy pioneers who developed and are implementing the SDD policy.  A panel of real estate and community planning experts selected the Army entry from 60 entries submitted from the Federal government property management community.  This is the second consecutive year that a team led by ACSIM Facilities Policy Division has received this prestigious award.  (The 2000 award was for privatizing utilities.)  SDD team members from ACSIM are Mr. John Krajewski and Mr. John Scharl.  USACE members are Mr. Harry Goradia, Mr. Stephen Flanders, Mr. Richard Schneider, and Mr. Fredrik Wiant.
