Background Summary: Since 1983, section 2465 of title 10, United States Code has prohibited contracting for performance of firefighter or security guard services at any military installation or facility, except:

· when the contract is to be performed overseas,

· when the contract is to be carried out on a government-owned but privately-operated installation,

· when the contract (or renewal of a contract) is for the performance of a function already under contract on September 24, 1983, or

· in 1993, this law was amended to allow for the contracting-out of fire 

     fighters and security functions with local governments at closing military    

     installations and facilities within 180 days of the announced closing date, 

     without performing a cost comparison.

Actual text of 10 USC2465 as printed in the 1987 DEFENSE AUTHORIZATION ACT, P. L.  99-661:

SEC. 1222.  PROHIBITION ON CONTRACTS FOR PERFORMANCE OF  

                        FIREFIGHTING AND SECURITY FUNCTIONS

(a) FIREFIGHTING PROHIBITION. --- (1) Chapter 159 of title 10, United States Code, is    amended by adding at the end the following new section:

“§2693.  Prohibition on contracts for performance of firefighting functions

   “(a) Except as provided in subsection (b), funds appropriated to the Department of Defense may not be obligated or expended for the purpose of entering into a contract for the performance of firefighting functions at any military installation or facility.

   “(b) The prohibition in subsection (a) does not apply ---

            “(1) to a contract to be carried out at a location outside the United States (including

       its commonwealths, territories, and possessions) at which members of the armed forces 

       would have to be used for the performance of the function described in subsection (a) 

       at the expense of unit readiness;

            “(2) to a contract to be carried out on a Government-owned but privately operated 

       installation; or

            “(3) to a contract (or a renewal of a contract) for the performance of a function 

       under contract on September 24, 1983.”

(2) The table of sections at the beginning of such chapter is amended by adding at the end the following new item:

“2693.  Prohibition on contracts for performance of firefighting functions.”
