MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN
THE ARMY, NAVY AND AIR FORCE
FOR
JOINT-USE OF MILITARY FACILITIES AND SUPPORT ACTIVITIES
 

PURPOSE. This memorandum of understanding (MOU) outlines and communicates the general intent by the Departments of the Army, Navy and Air Force to explore, promote and implement opportunities for joint-use of facilities and support activities for our total force. It is agreed that the Services must find more efficient and cost effective solutions to maintain the nation’s shrinking defense infrastructure by aggressively pursuing better business practices that ensure the finest installations from which to project our military power into the 21st Century.
EFFECTIVE DATE. This MOU becomes effective upon signature by the respective parties.
AMENDMENTS. Amendments or revisions may be proposed at any time by mutual consent of the MOU signatories.
IMPLEMENTATION. Actions taken in implementing this MOU must be consistent with DODI 4000.19, Interservice and Intragovernmental Support; DODI 4270.5, Military Construction Responsibilities; DODI 1225.8, Reserve Component Facilities Programs and Unit Stationing; Joint Vision 2010; and other applicable instructions or policies.
ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES. This MOU seeks to aggressively encourage and implement expanded cooperation and partnership opportunities regarding, but not limited to: Base Operating Support (BOS) contracts, Military Family Housing management, billeting, land transfers, technology, utilities sharing and common-use facilities consolidation. All actions must be in full concert with mission priorities and must maintain existing or improved levels of service to our total force, and endorsed by appropriate installation and headquarters level commanders. Furthermore, we agree to provide the necessary resources to explore and promote those opportunities to subordinate commands, and review lessons learned from similar projects. The undersigned, or designated representatives, will meet at least quarterly to review ongoing cooperative efforts and facilitate new opportunities for joint use.
AGREEMENT.
We, the undersigned, as duly authorized representatives of our respective Services, do agree to support the provisions and intent of this document as presented this 10th day of July, 1997.
