Subject:  Maintenance Advisory Message (MAM), TACOM Control No. MAM 06-042 Procedure for Proper Oil Draining the Decontaminating Apparatus:  Diesel Engine Driven (DED), Skid-mounted, 500-gallon, M12A1, NSN 4230-01-502-7224, LIN F81880, Equipment Density: 376

Reference:  TM 3-4230-237-10, Technical Manual Operator's Manual For Decontaminating Apparatus: Diesel Engine-Driven (DED), Skid-Mounted, 500-Gallon, M12A1 NSN 4230-01-502-7224 (EIC 5FB), 30 November 2003.

1.  Distribution:  This is a "Maintenance Advisory Message".  Request MACOM Commanders retransmit this message to all subordinate Commands/Activities.

2.  Issue:  This message is to clarify and reiterate the procedures used to drain and fill the engine oil of the M12A1 DED Decontaminating Apparatus pumping unit.  Due to the small amount of oil initially contained in the engine crank case operators may be confused as to when the engine has fully drained.  When the engine oil drain cap is removed the engine oil flows out of the crank case very slowly and can take up to one full hour to completely drain.  The draining oil may come out as a slow stream or even a steady dripping.  As a result of this very slow drain operators may assume that the engine has fully drained and may add the one and three-quarters (1.75) quarts of oil specified in the manual and overfill the engine.

3.  User Actions:

    a.  When draining and filling the engine oil on the M12A1 operators are instructed to confirm all engine oil levels using the engine oil dip stick.  To properly check oil remove the dip stick and wipe clean with a rag.  Then fully reinsert the dip stick, remove and then read for proper oil level.  The engine oil level should fall between the tic marks on the dip stick.

    b.  When draining the operator should allow the engine to drain for approximately 1 hour.  Then confirm that the engine is fully drained by checking the dip stick.

    c.  After the engine is confirmed to be fully drained the operator should fill the engine with approximately one and three-quarters (1.75) quarts of oil.  To ensure proper filling of the engine slowly fill with oil and periodically check the oil level using the dip stick until the engine oil level falls between the tick marks.  Once full, start the engine and run for one minute to fill the oil filter.  Then stop the engine, wait a few minutes and recheck the oil level.  Add additional oil until the oil level is between the tick marks on the dip stick.

4.  TACOM/PM Actions:  TACOM is currently creating the 20 level manual for the M12A1.  These procedures will be added to that manual for clarification.
