1.  Distribution:

2.  Problem Discussion:


a. Summary:  Investigation has determined that a minimal number of C2A1's that should have been rejected for exceeding the maximum allowable airflow resistance or not meeting minimum particulate filtration efficiency requirements were sorted back into production as accepted C2A1s.


b. Expected results if failure occurs.  Airflow resistance failures could limit the strenuous activity of the user but are not critical defects.  Minimum particulate filtration efficiency failures are a critical defect.  The failed canisters will provide protection against vapor (gaseous) challenges, but may provide suboptimal protection against a particulate (aerosols, biological, nuclear) challenges, depending on the magnitude of the defect and particle exposures and concentrations in the field. 

3.  User Actions: Users shall discontinue using C2A1 Canisters with lot numbers listed below in any environment suspected of biological, aerosol or nuclear contamination.

b. Category of Maintenance: Operator & Unit level maintenance.


c. Task or inspection suspense date: Not later than (NLT) one (1) month after receipt of this message, and NLT one (1) month after receipt of any due-ins.


d. Inspection Procedure: 


(1) Users at all levels are to inspect all masks on-hand (stocked, opened and unopened) to determine if they have C2A1 Canisters with the lot numbers listed in this message and will report them to their Nuclear Biological Control (NBC) officers.  Any lot with the letter "T" added to the lot number has been retested and is safe to use.  Please note the "T" may not always be adjacent to the lot number on the canister.  An example of a tested ("T") canister is shown in the picture at following website: https://aeps2.ria.army.mil/Commodity/soum/tacom_wn/06/tested_cannister.jpg.


(2) NBC officers shall ensure all masks are properly inspected for suspect lot numbers and will insure that they are reported to the Service Point of Contact (POC).  NBC Officers shall report the following information via email to your designated Service(POC): 



(i) Lot number(s) of unopened canisters and the 


quantities in each lot;



(ii) Unit POC (commercial phone number and e-mail



address);



(iii)  Ship-to address for where replacement



 C2A1's will be shipped;

(3) All deployed users in South West Asia (SWA) Area of Operations will have all canisters swapped out via push shipment.  Specific instructions to units will be provided via Fragmentary Order (FRAGO) issued from the Combined Forces Land Component Command (CFLCC) C-4.  The FRAGO number is DTG: 052369Z Subject:  FRAGO 14 to OPORD 05-009 C2A1 CANISTER BACHAUL.  SWA POC is Julie Woods, email julie.woods@arifjan.arcent.army.mil. (5) The Service POCs will contact the Army POC for replacement instructions. 

(6) Canisters with referenced lot numbers listed above (paragraph 3.a) which have been opened and placed on the mask may ONLY be used for training and mask confidence exercises using CS and CN.  They shall not be used for any training involving live agent or used in an operational environment where exposure to biological, aerosol or nuclear contamination is possible.  Chemical Filter Exchange Criteria per reference b, pages II-23 and II-25 should be adhered to at all times. 

e. Contingency Procedures:  On an emergency basis, canisters from affected lots may be used only after conducting a successful fit test using the M41 PATS (reference TM 3-4240-349-12&P).  Prior to testing with the M41, careful Preventive Maintenance Checks and Services (PMCS) should be conducted on the mask and canister.  A successful fit test result indicates the mask and canister system is providing proper protection.  If the fit test is failed visually check and adjust mask for proper mask fit and perform a second test.  If a second test failed, select another canister and repeat testing until a successful fit test result is achieved.  This procedure should only be used in extreme cases when canisters from unaffected lots are unavailable to support current and near term operations.


f. Unit Commanders should contact their local TACOM Logistics Assistance Representative (LAR) or your State Surface Maintenance Manager upon receipt of this message for assistance.  For assistance in locating your TACOM LAR, see paragraph 6e.

4.  TACOM/PM actions: 


a. TACOM-SBC has arranged for accelerated testing and replacement of canisters. 


b. The predicted get-well date for completing all retesting is October 2006.

5.  Supply Status: 


a. Each Service POC will determine priority of replacements and provide that priority to the Army POC.  


b. The Army Source of Supply, A12, will replace all unopened C2A1 containers that have the lot numbers in this message.
