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	CURRENT OPERATIONS (Unclassified)
The primary mission of the 37th Engineer Battalion (CBT)(ABN) is preparation for their upcoming deployment with the 10th Mountain Division to Afghanistan in support of Operation Enduring Freedom.  To do so, each company has planned and conducted training focused on horizontal and vertical construction, FOB construction and security, force protection, route clearance operations, and small unit tactics.  Future training will include heavy equipment training for the Light Equipment Platoons and horizontal construction cross-training for the Sapper Platoons.


	

	The 37th Engineer Battalion (Combat)(Airborne) is a 20th Engineer Brigade (CBT)(ABN CORPS) and  XVIII Airborne Corps asset headquartered at Fort Bragg, NC.  The Battalion is capable of providing forced entry capabilities in the form of mobility, countermobility, survivability, and sustainment assets to XVIII Airborne Corps’ world-wide contingency missions.
The Battalion is comprised of three line companies (A, B, & C) and a Headquarters Company consisting of the Battalion Staff elements, a Vertical Construction Platoon, and a Direct Support Maintenance Section.  Each line company consists of two Sapper Platoons, a Light Earthmoving Platoon, and a Maintenance Section in the Headquarters.
As an airborne engineer unit, the Eagle Battalion’s primary strength lies in its readiness to deploy.  As such, all equipment assigned to the Battalion is either air-transportable or air-droppable.  Additionally, Soldiers and leaders within the Battalion train constantly to remain proficient in Airborne insertion of personnel and equipment.  The Battalion regularly conducts Airborne operations including personnel and equipment insertions utilizing Heavy Drop, A-Series Containers, or Containerized Delivery System (CDS) bundles.  Moreover, the Battalion has recently worked with the Advanced Airborne School in order to develop new doctrine regarding combined personnel and engineer equipment insertion from a single aircraft.
In addition to standard horizontal construction, the Eagle Battalion trains intensively on Airfield Construction, Repair, and Maintenance, remaining proficient in both conventional methods as well as the use of Rapid Runway Repair (RRR) Kits.  For example, A Company’s LE Platoon recently took part in Fort Bragg’s Joint Rapid Airfield Construction (JRAC) testing mission.  By equipping their organic equipment with GPS-enabled guidance systems, the platoon was able to construct two 200’x300’ C130-capable parking aprons on Sicily Drop Zone in a span of just four days.  The Battalion has also been responsible for constructing two 600’x600’ C17-capable parking aprons and improving the taxiway on Holland Drop Zone, thereby enabling the Field Landing Strip to accommodate four C17’s simultaneously.
Because of its unique mission, the Eagle Battalion remains ready and relevant to answer the Nation’s call, providing assured mobility across the full spectrum of the battlefield.
