     As of 18 October 2006, the 4th Engineer Battalion (Combat Effects) is a corps modular Battalion comprised of the 62d Engineer Company (Sapper), 569th Engineer Company (Mobility Augmentation), 576th Engineer Company (Mobility Augmentation), Forward Support Company (FSC), and Headquarters Support Company (HSC).  The Battalion is attached to Commander, 555th Engineer Group, Fort Lewis, Washington, for Command and Control/Training Oversight.  Unit is further attached to 43d Area Support Group, 4th ID (fwd), for administrative and logistical support, less Training Oversight.


	

	HISTORY:
The 4th Engineer Battalion’s parent unit was constituted on 3 August 1861 in the Regular Army as the Battalion of Engineers. 
In the war between the States the battalion earned streamers in the Peninsula, Antietam, Fredericksburg, Chancellorsville, Virginia 1863, Wilderness, Spotsylvania, Cold Harbor, Petersburg, and Appomattox campaigns.

The Battalion of Engineers was reorganized on 26 February 1901.  The 2nd Battalion fought in the war with Spain and the Philippine Insurrection.

The 4th Engineer Battalion was organized on 29 August 1917 and served during WWI in the following battles: Aisne Marne, Champagne 1918, Lorraine 1918, St Mihiel, and Meuse-Argonne.  

The 4th Engineer Battalion was redesignated the 4th Engineer Battalion (Combat) on 19 October 1939.  On 19 September 1942, the battalion was reorganized and redesignated as the 4th Engineer Motorized Battalion.  On 1 August 1939, the 4th Engineer Motorized Battalion was reorganized and redesignated as the 4th Engineer Combat Battalion in order to serve in WWII.

 In WWII the battalion served in the following campaigns: Normandy (with Arrowhead), Northern France, Rhineland, Ardennes-Alsace, and Central Europe.

On 5 June 1953, the battalion was redesignated the 4th Engineer Battalion, and it was under this organization that the unit fought valiantly in the Republic of Vietnam. In July 1966, elements of the 4th Engineers were the first units of the division to arrive in Pleiku to prepare for the arrival of the division.  The battalion earned the name ‘Vanguard of the 4th.’

During Vietnam the battalion participated in the following campaigns: Counteroffensive Phase II, Counteroffensive Phase III, Tet Counteroffensive, Counteroffensive Phase IV, Counteroffensive Phase V, Counteroffensive Phase VI, Tet Counteroffensive 1969, Summer-Fall 1969, Winter-Spring 1970, Sanctuary Counteroffensive, and Counteroffensive Phase VII.

The battalion colors moved to Fort Carson in December 1970.  After deploying to Iraq in April 2003, the battalion conducted combat operations in Taji, Balad, Samarra, Tikrit, Tuz, Jalula, and Kirkurk. 

As of 16 October 2006, the 4th Engineer Battalion has reactivated at Fort Carson, CO.

· Expanded 14 March - 7 June 1901 to form the 1st and 2nd Battalions of Engineers (1st Battalion of Engineers--hereafter separate lineage) 

· 2nd Battalion of Engineers expanded, reorganized, and redesignated 1 July - 1 August 1916 as the 2nd Regiment of Engineers 

· 2nd Regiment of Engineers expanded 21 May - 20 June 1917 to form the 2nd, 4th, and 5th Regiments of Engineers (2nd and 5th Regiments of Engineers-- hereafter separate lineage) 

· 4th Regiment of Engineers redesignated 29 August 1917 as the 4th Engineers 

· Assigned 1 January 1918 to the 4th Division 

· Inactivated 21 September 1921 at Camp Lewis, Washington 

· (Company A activated 24 July 1922 at Fort Bragg, North Carolina) 

· Relieved 15 August 1927 from assignment to the 4th Division and assigned to the 6th Division 

· (Company A inactivated 30 September 1929) 

· Relieved 1 October 1933 from assignment to the 6th Division and assigned to the 4th Division (later redesignated the 4th Infantry Division)(Company A concurrently activated at Fort Benning, Georgia) 

· Redesignated 19 October 1939 as the 4th Engineer Battalion 

· Activated (less Company A) 1 June 1940 at Fort Benning, Georgia 

· Reorganized and redesignated 19 September 1942 as the 4th Engineer Motorized Battalion 

· Reorganized and redesignated 19 September 1942 as the 4th Engineer Combat Battalion 

· Inactivated 19 February 1946 at Camp Butner, North Carolina 

· Activated 6 July 1948 at Fort Ord, California 

· Redesignated 5 June 1953 as the 4th Engineer Battalion
