SUBJECT: ARMY COMBAT UNIFORM (ACU) FIELDING 

1. THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE IS TO OUTLINE THE NUMBER OF ACUS ISSUED AS ORGANIZATIONAL CLOTHING AND INDIVIDUAL EQUIPMENT (OCIE) THAT WILL BE ISSUED TO DEPLOYING SOLDIERS.

2. HQDA G-3/5/7 REMAINS THE SOLE APPROVAL AUTHORITY ON ACU OCIE ISSUES.

3. SOLDIERS ASSIGNED TO UNITS SCHEDULED FOR DEPLOYMENT WILL RECEIVE FOUR (4) SETS OF OCIE ISSUED ACUS.

4. AIRMEN AND SAILORS ASSIGNED/ATTACHED TO ARMY UNITS MAY CONTINUE TO RECEIVE FOUR SETS OF ACUS AS REQUIRED. AIR FORCE/ NAVY REIMBURSEMENT PROCEDURES REMAIN UNCHANGED.

5. ALTHOUGH DA CIVILIAN AND CONTRACTORS ARE AUTHORIZED GOVERNMENT UNIFORMS IN SOME CASES, THEY WILL NOT BE ISSUED ACUS. THESE PERSONNEL WILL CONTINUE TO RECEIVE DESERT CAMOUFLAGE UNIFORMS (DCUS) UNTIL STOCKS ARE EXPENDED.

6. PEO SOLDIER WILL CONTINUE TO SCHEDULE ACU FIELDINGS BASED ON A UNIT'S LATEST ARRIVAL DATE (LAD). UNITS WILL CONTINUE TO RECEIVE ACUS 60-90 DAYS PRIOR TO DEPLOYMENT BUT AFTER THEIR MAJOR READINESS EXERCISE (MRE).

7. UNIT COMMANDERS MAY SUBMIT A WAIVER REQUEST TO HQDA, G-3/5/7 TO RECEIVE EARLY ISSUE OF ACUS. A COMPELLING REASON TIED TO UNIT TRAINING/DEPLOYMENT CALENDAR MUST BE FULLY ARTICULATED. IN ADDITION, UNIT COMMANDER WILL SIGN A MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD STATING THAT HIS SOLDIERS WILL NOT WEAR PEO SOLDIER ISSUED ACUS (OCIE) UNTIL DEPLOYED.

8. PEO SOLDIER ENDS ACU FIELDINGS TO DEPLOYING UNITS WITH A LAD OF 1 MAY 08 OR LATER. EXCEPTIONS TO POLICY MUST BE SUBMITTED VIA THE OPERATIONAL NEEDS STATEMENT PROCESS THROUGH G-3/5/7 CHANNELS.

9. G-4 ASSUMES OVERSIGHT ROLE STARTING ON 1 MAY 08. G-4 COORDINATES WITH DEFENSE LOGISITICS AGENCY (DLA) ON PROCUREMENT AND STOCKPILING OF ACUS; COORDINATES WITH ARMY COMMANDS (CLOTHING ISSUE POINTS AND MOBILIZATION STATIONS) ON ACU ISSUE AND RECOVERY; PUBLISHES POLICY ON ACCOUNTING OF ACUS UNTIL COMPLETION OF THE GWOT.

10. ACU SUSTAINMENT. THE REQUISITIONING OF SERVICEABLE UNIFORMS WILL ONLY BE FOR SUSTAINMENT. THE COMMANDER WILL ENSURE THAT VERIFICATION OF THE UNIFORMS UNSERVICEABILITY IS PERFORMED PRIOR TO THE REQUISITIONING OF A NEW UNIFORM. THE RECEIPT AND DISPOSAL OF NEW UNIFORMS WILL BE DOCUMENTED ON UNIT MAINTAINED CLOTHING RECORDS.  COMMANDERS WILL NOT ALLOW FOR THE REQUISITIONING OF SUSTAINMENT UNIFORMS TO REPLACE ACUS PRIOR TO REDEPLOYMENT; DOING SO WILL CONSTITUTE FRAUD, WASTE, AND ABUSE. OVERSIGHT WILL BE DONE BY THE FIRST O-5 COMMANDER / GS-15 IN A SUPERVISORY POSITION OR HIGHER.

A. OPERATION IRAQI FREEDOM/OPERATION ENDURING FREEDOM (OIF/OEF).  SOLDIERS DEPLOYING WITH ACU ISSUED AS OCIE ARE SUSTAINED AT A RATE OF 2 SETS EVERY 12 MONTHS IN THE AREA OF OPERATIONS (AOR). ACU SUSTAINMENT METHOD IS THROUGH DIRECT EXCHANGE (DX) USING DEFENSE LOGISTICS AGENCY/DEFENSE SUPPLY CENTER PHILADELPHIAS (DLA/DSCP) ARMY DIRECT ORDERING (ADO) SYSTEM. UNITS MUST FIRST REGISTER IN THE ADO SYSTEM USING THE SMARTBOOK INSTRUCTIONS ON THE WEBSITE. REGISTERED UNITS CAN THEN PLACE ORDERS BY SIZE VIA AN AKO LINK THRU DLA E- COMMERCE TO KENTUCKY LOGISTICS OPERATION CENTERS (KYLOC) WEBSITE. THE WEBSITE IS HTTPS://WWW.ARMY.KYLOC.COM.

B. DEPLOYING UNITS TO OTHER THAN THE CENTCOM AOR. TROOPS THAT DEPLOY TO OTHER THAN THE CENTCOM AOR THAT HAVE THE ACU ISSUED AS OCIE ARE SUSTAINED AT A RATE OF 2 SETS EVERY 12 MONTHS. ACU SUSTAINMENT METHOD IS THROUGH DIRECT EXCHANGE USING A REQUISITION THROUGH DLA/DSCPS NORMAL SUPPLY SYSTEM.

11. CONUS REPLACEMENT CENTERS (CRCS). CRCS (FORT BENNING AND FORT BLISS) PROCESS INDIVIDUALS IN SUPPORT OF CURRENT OPERATIONS.  INDIVIDUAL SOLDIERS PROCESSING THROUGH A CRC WILL RECEIVE FOUR SETS OF ACUS AS OCIE. CIVILIANS WILL CONTINUE TO WEAR AND BE ISSUED DCU ITEMS.

12. EMERGENCY ISSUE OF ACUS. IN THEATER, ACUS ARE CONTROLLED BY THE ARMY COMPONENT COMMANDER FOR OIF/OEF. DEFENSE DISTRIBUTION DEPOT KUWAIT, SOUTHWEST ASIA (DDKS) CONTAINS PRE-POSITIONED ACUS TO SUPPORT EMERGENCY REQUIREMENTS.

13. ACU RETENTION. UNTIL FURTHER NOTICE, ACUS ISSUED AS OCIE WILL BE TURNED IN UPON COMPLETION OF DEPLOYMENT.
