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SUBJECT:  ARMY CONGRESSIONAL FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM ? 2010 

1.  HEADQUARTERS, DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY (HQDA) ANNOUNCES THE FISCAL YEAR 2010 ARMY CONGRESSIONAL FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM (ACFP).  THIS PROGRAM IS DESIGNED TO EDUCATE AND TRAIN SELECTED ARMY OFFICERS AND CIVILIANS IN CONGRESSIONAL ACTIVITIES, EMPHASIZING THOSE MATTERS REGARDING THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE.  THE FY10 CFP SUPERSEDES ALL PREVIOUS CONGRESSIONAL FELLOWSHIP PROGRAMS.  IT WILL BEGIN AUGUST 2009 AND END AT THE CONCLUSION OF THE FIRST SESSION OF THE 112TH CONGRESS (APPROXIMATELY OCT/NOV 2010).  SELECTED OFFICERS AND CIVILIANS BEGIN THE FELLOWSHIP WITH A HQDA ORIENTATION FROM AUGUST 2009 UNTIL DECEMBER 2009 AND ARE TEMPORARILY ASSIGNED TO THE ARMY SECRETARIAT IN SUPPORT OF THE LEGISLATIVE AFFAIRS FUNCTION.  ALL FELLOWS PARTICIPATE IN THE ORIENTATION, WHICH INCLUDES A VARIETY OF MEETINGS, SEMINARS, EDUCATIONAL READINGS, AND ATTENDANCE AT THE ONE-WEEK FORCE INTEGRATION COURSE.  AFTER THE HQDA ORIENTATION, FELLOWS COMPLETE A CLASSROOM PHASE WITH AN INSTITUTION OR FOUNDATION CHOSEN AS THE FY10 ACFP SPONSOR.  FELLOWS WILL THEN SERVE AS STAFF MEMBERS FOR MEMBERS OF CONGRESS.  FELLOWS ARE TYPICALLY GIVEN RESPONSIBILITY FOR DRAFTING LEGISLATION, ARRANGING CONGRESSIONAL HEARINGS, WRITING SPEECHES AND FLOOR STATEMENTS, AND BRIEFING MEMBERS FOR COMMITTEE DELIBERATIONS AND FLOOR DEBATE.  MILITARY FELLOWS INCUR AN ACTIVE DUTY SERVICE OBLIGATION OF NOT MORE THAN THREE YEARS (IAW ARMY REGULATION 350-100).  CIVILIAN FELLOWS ALSO INCUR A SERVICE OBLIGATION (IAW TITLE 5, UNITED STATES CODE, SECTION 410.309 AND SECTION 4108).  IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING THE FELLOWSHIP, MILITARY OFFICERS ARE ASSIGNED TO A POSITION REQUIRING KNOWLEDGE OF THE OPERATIONS OF CONGRESS FOR A TWO-YEAR UTILIZATION.  CIVILIAN FELLOWS RETURN TO THEIR POSITION HELD PRIOR TO PARTICIPATING IN THE ACFP.  IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS REGARDING THE PROGRAM REFER TO THE OFFICE, CHIEF LEGISLATIVE LIAISON (OCLL) WEB SITE AT HTTP://WWW.HQDA.ARMY.MIL/OCLL OR TO AR 1-202, ARMY CONGRESSIONAL FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM, THIS REGULATION IS CURRENTLY UNDER REVISION.

2.  THE ARMY SELECTION BOARD WILL CONVENE 14, 15, 16 & 17 OCTOBER 2008 TO SELECT FINALISTS.  OCLL WILL CONDUCT INTERVIEWS, EITHER IN PERSON OR TELEPHONICALLY.  COMMANDERS AND SUPERVISORS ARE ENCOURAGED TO SUBMIT THEIR BEST CANDIDATES FOR THIS PRESTIGIOUS OPPORTUNITY.  INTERESTED INDIVIDUALS WILL FOLLOW THE APPROPRIATE APPLICATION GUIDANCE FROM THEIR RESPECTIVE PROPONENT BELOW (AC/ARNG/AGR-USAR/DAC):

3.  ACTIVE COMPONENT (AC).  ELIGIBLE NOMINEES MUST:  HOLD THE RANK OF CAPTAIN OR MAJOR; HAVE SERVED OR BE SERVING IN A KEY DEVELOPMENTAL ASSIGNMENT; BE INTERMEDIATE LEVEL EDUCATION (ILE) COMPLETE NOT LATER THAN 1 AUGUST 2009 (MAJORS ONLY); HAVE NO ADVERSE ACTIONS PENDING; MEET ARMY HEIGHT AND WEIGHT REQUIREMENTS; HAS DEMONSTRATED AND SERVES AS AN EXAMPLE OF THE ?WARRIOR ETHOS?; BE ABLE TO COMPLETE FULL FELLOWSHIP AND AN IMMEDIATE TWO YEAR UTILIZATION OBLIGATION FOLLOWING FELLOWSHIP; HAVE POTENTIAL FOR COMPETITIVE FUTURE ASSIGNMENTS; AND HAVE AT LEAST ONE OFFICIAL COMPANY COMMAND OFFICER EVALUATION REPORT (OER).  ELIGIBLE ACTIVE COMPONENT OFFICERS MUST REQUEST PERMISSION TO COMPETE BY SUBMITTING THE FOLLOWING TO THEIR CAREER ASSIGNMENT OFFICER, U.S. ARMY HUMAN RESOURCES COMMAND (HRC) PRIOR TO 15 AUGUST 2008: A DA FORM 4187 WITH THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION: MAILING ADDRESS, EMAIL ADDRESS, WORK TELEPHONE NUMBER, AND THE STATEMENT ?I REQUEST PERMISSION TO COMPETE FOR THE FY2010 ACFP AND I UNDERSTAND THAT IF I AM AWARDED THIS FELLOWSHIP I WILL INCUR AN ACTIVE DUTY SERVICE OBLIGATION OF THREE FOR ONE COMPUTED IN DAYS, IAW AR 350-100.  I FURTHER AGREE TO SERVE A TWO YEAR UTILIZATION ASSIGNMENT IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING FELLOWSHIP.?  THE DA FORM 4187 MUST BE SIGNED AND APPROVED BY RATER OR SENIOR RATER.  A CONGRATULATORY STATEMENT, WITH FURTHER INSTRUCTIONS ON WHAT TO SUBMIT FOR THE SELECTION BOARD PACKET, WILL BE EMAILED TO THOSE THAT ARE APPROVED TO COMPETE.  CANDIDATES MUST ENSURE THEIR OFFICIAL MILITARY PHOTO IS UP TO DATE.

4.  DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY CIVILIANS.  CIVILIANS GENERAL SCHEDULE (GS-12 THROUGH GS-15) MUST SUBMIT AN APPLICATION IN ACCORDANCE WITH PROCEDURES OUTLINED IN THE ANNUAL CATALOG OF ARMY CIVILIAN TRAINING, EDUCATION AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OPPORTUNITIES FOUND ON THE WORLDWIDE WEB AT HTTP://CPOL.ARMY.MIL <http://cpol.army.mil/> .  THE CATALOG DESCRIBES PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS AND CONTAINS THE APPLICATION PACKAGE.  THE COMMAND MUST ENSURE THEIR CANDIDATE, IF SELECTED, WILL BE ASSIGNED TO A POSITION THAT IS RELATED TO CONGRESSIONAL AFFAIRS.  THE INTENDED ASSIGNMENT MUST BE IDENTIFIED BY THE COMMAND, IN WRITING, AT THE TIME OF APPLICATION.  CANDIDATES MUST SUBMIT APPLICATIONS THROUGH THEIR RESPECTIVE MACOM OR INDEPENDENT REPORTING ACTIVITY CHAIN OF COMMAND. 5.  ARMY NATIONAL GUARD. THIS PROGRAM IS OPEN TO TITLE 10 and TITLE 32 ACTIVE GUARD AND RESERVE(AGR) CAPTAINS AND MAJORS.  FELLOWS WILL INCUR AN ACTIVE DUTY SERVICE OBLIGATION (ADSO) OF THREE YEARS FOR ONE COMPUTED IN DAYS IN THIS FELLOWSHIP, IAW AR 350-100.
