2. THE PDHRA IS REQUIRED FOR ALL SOLDIERS WHO HAVE REDEPLOYED FROM A COMBAT ZONE ON OR AFTER 10 MARCH 2005. COMMANDERS MUST IDENTIFY SOLDIERS REQUIRING THE PDHRA AND ENSURE THAT THEY ARE SCREENED DURING IN- AND OUT-PROCESSING IF NEEDED. COMPLETION OF THE DEMOGRAPHICS SECTION OF THE DD FORM 2900 (POST-DEPLOYMENT HEALTH RE-ASSESSMENT), FOLLOWED BY AN INTERVIEW WITH A QUALIFIED HEALTH CARE PROVIDER CONSTITUTES FULLFILLMENT OF THE PDHRA REQUIREMENT. DISCLOSURE OF PERSONAL HEALTH INFORMATION IS VOLUNTARY. 

2A. EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, A CHECK OF AN INDIVIDUAL SOLDIER'S PDHRA STATUS WILL BE ADDED TO IN- AND OUT-PROCESSING PROCEDURES AT ALL ARMY INSTALLATIONS. SOLDIERS REQUIRING THE PDHRA THAT ARE IDENTIFIED DURING IN- OR OUT-PROCESSING WILL BE SCREENED PRIOR TO CLEARING. CLEARING THE MEDICAL FACILITY ON THE DA FORM 5123-1 (IN-PROCESSING PERSONNEL RECORD) OR THE DA FORM 137-2 (INSTALLATION CLEARANCE RECORD), WHICHEVER IS APPLICABLE WILL SIGNIFY THAT A SOLDIER'S PDHRA STATUS IS UP TO DATE. 

2B. IN-PROCESSING: PDHRA STATUS WILL BE CHECKED BY THE GAINING COMMAND. IF THE SOLDIER IS IN THE 90-180 DAY POST-DEPLOYMENT SCREENING WINDOW OR IS BEYOND THIS WINDOW, THE PDHRA WILL BE COMPLETED AT THAT TIME. FOR THOSE SOLDIERS NOT YET IN THE 90-180 DAY WINDOW, THE GAINING UNIT WILL SCHEDULE THE SOLDIER TO BE SCREENED WITHIN THE 90-180 DAY REDEPLOYMENT WINDOW. 

2C. OUT-PROCESSING: PDHRA STATUS WILL BE CHECKED BY THE LOSING COMMAND AT OUT-PROCESSING. IF THE SOLDIER IS 180 DAYS OR MORE POST-DEPLOYMENT, THE PDHRA WILL BE COMPLETED PRIOR TO FINAL OUT-PROCESSING. ADDITIONALLY, SOLDIERS WILL COMPLETE THE PDHRA PRIOR TO OUT-PROCESSING IF THEY ARE SCHEDULED TO SEPARATE FOR ANY REASON WHEN THEY ARE LESS THAN 90 DAYS POST-DEPLOYMENT, INCLUDING VOLUNTARY RETIREMENT, ETS, AND INVOLUNTARY SEPARATIONS. 

2D. COMMANDERS WILL USE THE MEDICAL PROTECTION SYSTEM (MEDPROS) TO TRACK PDHRA STATUS. REQUEST A MEDPROS ACCOUNT AT: HTTPS://APPS.MODS.ARMY.MIL/MEDPROS.
