1. THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE IS TO PROVIDE POLICY AND IMPLEMENTATION GUIDANCE FOR A CALL TO ACTIVE DUTY AVAILABLE TO ARMY NATIONAL GUARD (ARNG) AND U. S. ARMY RESERVE (USAR) WARRANT OFFICERS.

SPECIAL BRANCH MOS (CH, JA, VC AND AMEDD) ARE NOT ELIGIBLE UNDER THIS PROGRAM.

2. WARRANT OFFICER ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS ARE CONTAINED IN AR 135-210, TOGETHER WITH THE FOLLOWING CRITERIA:

    A. PROGRAM IS OPEN TO ALL RANKS AND MOS EXCLUSIVE OF CH, JA, VC, AND AMEDD OFFICERS.

      1) WARRANT OFFICERS IN GRADES W1, W-2, W-3, OR W-4 MAY APPLY FOR ACTIVE DUTY. W-3 AND BELOW MUST HAVE LESS THAN 3 YEARS TIME IN GRADE. (WAIVERABLE)

      2) APPROVED APPLICANTS FOR ALL AVIATION TRAINING WILL BE ACCESSED CONTINGENT UPON PROGRESSION TO READINESS LEVEL 1 (RL1) WITHIN THE TIME LIMITS PRESCRIBED IN THE APPROPRIATE AVIATION AIRCREW TRAINING MANUAL (ATM).

      3) INDIVIDUALS WHO DO NOT PROGRESS TO RL1 IN THE PRESCRIBED TIME WILL BE REFERRED TO A FLIGHT EVALUATION BOARD AND CONSIDERED FOR SEPARATION.

      4) ALL APPLICANTS MUST HAVE AN APPROVED CLASS II FLIGHT PHYSICAL. APPROVED APPLICANTS WITHOUT A CURRENT CLASS II FLIGHT PHYSICAL WILL BE ACCESSED CONTINGENT UPON SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF A CLASS II FLIGHT PHYSICAL. THIS MUST BE COMPLETED WITHIN 90 DAYS OF ENTRY ON ACTIVE DUTY. INDIVIDUALS WHO DO NOT PASS A CLASS II FLIGHT PHYSICAL WILL BE SEPARATED.

   B. ALL APPLICANTS MUST HAVE A SECRET CLEARANCE. WARRANT OFFICERS IN BRANCH 35 (MILITARY INTELLIGENCE) SERIES MUST HAVE A SPECIAL BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION OR SINGLE SCOPE BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION (SBI/SSBI), OR A PERIODIC REINVESTIGATION WITHIN THE LAST FIVE YEARS AND BE ELIGIBLE FOR A TOP SECRET CLEARANCE WITH SCI ACCESS PRIOR TO CALL TO ACTIVE DUTY APPOINTMENT.

   C. ALL APPLICANTS MUST MEET HEIGHT & WEIGHT STANDARDS AS OUTLINED IN AR 600-9.

   D. ALL APPLICANTS MUST BE ABLE TO ATTAIN 20 YEARS ACTIVE FEDERAL SERVICE (AFS) BY AGE 62. (NO WAIVERS WILL BE GRANTED)

   E. ALL APPLICANTS MUST BE CITIZENS OF THE UNITED STATES.

3. INELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

      5) AS A RESULT OF MEDICAL BOARD PROCEEDINGS.

      6) FOR HARDSHIP OR COMPASSIONATE REASONS UNLESS DOCUMENTED EVIDENCE IS PROVIDED THAT VERIFIES THE REASON(S) FOR SEPARATION HAVE BEEN RESOLVED.

      7) RECEIVED VOLUNTARY SEPARATION INCENTIVE OR ANY TYPE OF SEPARATION/RETIREMENT PAYMENT (CAN BE WAIVED WITH RECOUPMENT).

      8) RETIREMENT OR RESIGNATION IN LIEU OF ELIMINATION OR RESIGNATION FOR THE GOOD OF THE SERVICE IN LIEU OF COURT-MARTIAL.

4. APPROVED W-1 APPLICANTS WILL BE ORDERED TO ACTIVE DUTY IN AN OBLIGATED VOLUNTEER (OBV) STATUS WITH A 3-YEAR ACTIVE DUTY SERVICE OBLIGATION (ADSO). APPROVED APPLICANTS IN W-2 AND ABOVE WILL BE ORDERED TO ACTIVE DUTY IN A VOLUNTARY INDEFINITE (VI) STATUS WITH A 3-YEAR ACTIVE DUTY SERVICE OBLIGATION (ADSO).
