Subject: Combat Action Badge (CAB) Processing Procedures for Reserve Component (RC) Soldiers

A. AR 600-8-22, Military Awards, dated 11 Dec 06

B. HRC MAB DMS, Changes to Combat Badges, dated 6 Nov 06

1. The purpose of this message is to reiterate the Combat Action Badge processing procedures for RC Soldiers. 

2. To ensure the timely and meaningful recognition of truly deserving Soldiers, commanders delegated as approval authorities for the CAB are urged to process CAB requests during deployment. If that is not possible, these same commanders have 90 days upon redeployment to make a determination on pending CAB requests.

3. Combat Action Badge requests not processed prior to Soldiers' redeployment must be submitted on a DA Form 4187 and include supporting documentation and a copy of the DD Form 214 (if applicable), through the first Brigadier General commander in their chain of command to U.S. Army Human Resources Command, ATTN: AHRC-PDP-A, 200 Stovall St., Alexandria, VA 22332. These should not be submitted to or through U.S. Army Human Resources Command, St. Louis, Mo. 

4. The procedures outlined in Ref B (above) are still in effect.
