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Transmission:  Of the 56 projects ($995M) programmed to transmit electricity in Iraq, 33 projects are in progress and 9 projects ($183M) are complete. The estimated completion date for the last electrical transmission project is December 2007.





Distribution:  Of the 368 projects ($913M) programmed to distribute electricity in Iraq, 198 projects are in progress and 133 projects ($311M) are complete. The estimated date of completion for the last electrical distribution project is July 2007. 


OIL





There are 116 oil projects, valued at $663M, programmed to improve the production and exporting of oil in Iraq.  These projects are paid with Iraq Relief and Reconstruction Funds (IRRF).  Of the 116 total projects, 60 projects are Engineering, Procurement and Construction Projects (EPC) valued at $328M.





The estimated completion date for the last oil project is December 31, 2006.  





PUBLIC WORKS & WATER





Potable Water:  Of the 271 GRD projects ($886M) programmed to increase potable water in Iraq, 96 projects have started and 141 projects have been completed ($43.5M).





Sewage Treatment:  Of the 14 projects ($121.9M) programmed to increase sewage treatment in Iraq, 5 have started and three projects ($21.9M) are complete.





Irrigation:  Of the 10 projects ($215.6M) programmed to increase irrigation in Iraq, three have started and two projects ($20.4M) are complete.





The estimated completion date for the last water sector project is the Eastern Euphrates Drain Project and is due to be complete in June 2008.  





FACILITIES AND TRANSPORTATION:





The F&T Sector is further divided into sub-sectors: Security & Justice; Transportation & Communications; and Buildings, Health & Education. 





The IRRF-funded portion of the F&T Sector is $979.4M in construction value and consists of 1,492 projects programmed to improve the facilities and transportation systems in Iraq.  





Of the 1,492 projects, 130 projects are underway, 190 projects are not yet started, and 1,172 projects ($343M) are complete. 





The estimated completion date for the last F&T project is December 2008.

The work that the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Gulf Region Division (GRD), is doing in Iraq is difficult, but is vital to Iraq’s progress toward democracy as well as our own security.  





Reconstruction is a critical component of that process. 





The strategy of the insurgents is to spread fear, resentment and despair.  They attack infrastructure, like electricity and water, so that Iraqis lose hope.  Millions of Iraqis, however, defy the insurgents by putting their lives on the line every day to go to work building a new nation. They are Iraq’s heroes and will defeat the insurgency’s plans to stop progress in Iraq.





Terrorists know that when freedom sets root in Iraq and when our reconstruction goals are achieved, it will be another devastating blow to their aspirations to dominate the region and advance their hateful vision. 





Despite 25 years of neglect and a costly insurgency, Iraq’s infrastructure is bouncing back and U.S. assistance projects are having a real impact on the lives of its people, rebuilding Iraq’s infrastructure, supporting the emergence of democracy, and establishing a foundation for a strong economy. 





The Reconstruction Program includes projects nationwide in six sectors: Electricity; Oil; Public Works and Water; and the three-part Facilities and Transportation Sectors which includes the Security and Justice; Transportation and Communications; and Buildings, Health and Education sub-sectors


 


Gulf Region Division headquarters and three districts (Gulf Region North, Central and South) provide quality, responsive and full spectrum engineering services in Iraq in support of military and civil construction, and logistical services, and aggressively assist the Iraqi government to assume full responsibility for national reconstruction.  The Gulf Region Division’s North and South districts, located at Camp Speicher and Talil, respectively, have quality control and assurance responsibilities for more than 1,000 projects each; while the Baghdad-based Gulf Region Central District oversees the reconstruction of approximately 900 projects. 





Here is an overview of the work being accomplished in each of the sectors.





ELECTRICITY 





Generation:  Of the 19 projects ($438M) programmed to generate electricity in Iraq, all are complete.
