eArmyU 

The Army launched eArmyU in 2001 to offer eligible Soldiers the opportunity to work toward a college degree or certificate online. The program began with selected installations and was expanded Army-wide in 2005. To date, more than 60,000 Soldiers have taken courses from 29 regionally-accredited colleges and universities. What is eArmyU?

* State-of-the-art distance learning through eArmyU.com. 

* Unparalleled selection of transferable certificate and degree programs. 

* 100% Tuition Assistance for tuition, fees, and books up to the established semester hour cap and tuition ceiling.

* Global 24/7 accessibility through www.eArmyU.com.

* Academic mentoring and credit for prior training and education.

* Virtual doorway to support services and interactive learning resources.

All Regular Army Soldiers are required to have Army Continuing Education System (ACES) Counselor as well as Commander approval and follow the documentation and timeline procedures for processing of the eArmyU Participation Agreement which must be returned within 30 days of issuance. Eligibility information is located on the eArmyU Home Page at www.eArmyU.com under "View Eligibility Checklist" and in the Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs). earmyu.com 

eArmyU provides Soldier-students an e-learning opportunity with unparalleled access and flexibility to reach their postsecondary educational goals. Students may select from 147 certificate or degree programs from a home institution while taking courses across 29 regionally-accredited, eArmyU-participating colleges and universities.

eArmyU is the next big leap in Army Education since the Montgomery G.I. Bill and serves as a comprehensive opportunity through which today's Soldiers can achieve their educational goals.

Effective 1 Oct 05, changes in reenlistment criteria broaden Regular Army Soldiers eligibility to participate in the laptop enrollment option and extend the eArmyU no-laptop option to all officers. The goal of this expansion is to promote Army educational opportunities to an expanded Soldier population. 

Regular Army (RA) Soldiers, E4-E7 with less than 10 years of active service and E6-E9 Soldiers with more than 10 years of active service in an indefinite status, with more than 3 years to Retention Control Point (RCP) may be eligible for the laptop option. RA E-3 active duty Soldiers, with less than 24 months time in service (those Soldiers who entered on a 15 month plus training enlistment option) may also be eligible. Laptop enrollees receive a state-of-the-art laptop to use in their eArmyU participation, and will be required to successfully complete 12 semester hours of coursework in three years. Soldiers may reenlist or extend to meet the 3-year Service Remaining Requirement. Enlisted careerists not currently in an indefinite status must reenlist and become indefinite. 

Officials indicated that laptop eligibility criteria will be constrained based on laptop take-rates and program funding.

eArmyU tuition includes textbooks, Internet Service Provider, 24/7 technology support, a "boot camp" tutorial, and online academic tutoring and mentoring. There is no Service Remaining Requirement with the eCourse option. However, Soldiers must have sufficient time in service remaining to complete the eArmyU course in which they are enrolling.

United States Army Combat Readiness Center (USACRC)

The United States Army Combat Readiness Center- CRC is the center of gravity for all losses, that is, deaths, and central repository for all loss-related information. This means that the CRC gathers data on all losses - accident, combat, medical, and criminal. The CRC will connect the dots among all Army losses and provide quick distribution of information (48 hours from the incident) and distribution of knowledge (6 weeks from the incident) to keep future losses to the irreducible minimum.

* The former United States Army Safety Center (USASC) was transformed into the US Army Combat Readiness Center (CRC).

* CRC is the Army's focal point for analyzing accidents, serious incident, and combat loss reports.

* Responsible for identifying lessons learned and tactics, techniques, and procedures (TTPs) to mitigate and prevent future losses.

* Gathers data on all losses - accident, combat, medical, and criminal.

* Enhances combat readiness and preserve combat power.

* The Director of Army Safety retains the same responsibilities for safety as before the CRC was established. The expanded mission now directs that he also "advance the principles, understanding, and practice of Composite Risk Management (CRM)".

New Army Unit Designations in the Modular Army 

Under the new Army Unit Designations, the Army will retain the army, corps, division and brigade. Here are few examples of what has changed: 

* Each theater army will have the capability to be both ASCC and JFLCC to support the regional combatant commanders. This was not the case before our restructuring through the creation of Modular forces and organizations.

* The corps and division have the Army structure and manning necessary to serve as a JTF or JFLCC, reducing the risk of ad-hoc "pick-up games" and the need for extensive Army augmentation that decreases readiness across the force. 

* The division is a command and control headquarters and has no organic brigades or TO&E. Any modular brigade combat team or combat support brigade may be assigned to any corps or division without extensive task organization or augmentation. This improves the strategic flexibility to provide exactly the right capabilities to support the Joint Force Commander. 

* The brigade combat team is the basic combined-arms building block of the Army, with increased ISR and network-enabled battle command capabilities.

* The Army has been using the terms Unit of Employment (UEy or UEx), Unit of Action (UA), and Support Unit of Action (SUA) to describe constituent elements of its redesign. These terms were intended for conceptualization only, not long-term use. 

Here is a guide to the new terminology:

* Armies: The units of employment (UEy) will become the Army component of a Joint Major Command and will be referred to geographically. This headquarters will be capable of assuming the duties of a Joint Task Force (JTF) or a Joint Force Land Component Command (JFLCC) - with augmentation from other services - and controlling operations. Soldiers assigned to one of these commands will wear the patch of a traditional numbered army and perpetuate its lineage and honors.

* Corps and Divisions: The unit of employment (UEx) will feature three-star and two-star versions, consisting of a headquarters of about 800 and 1,000 Soldiers respectively and are capable of functioning as a Joint Task Force and a Joint Force Land Component Command. The three-star UEx will be a corps, and will perpetuate the lineages and honors of an historical corps. The two-star UEx will be a division, and will perpetuate the lineages and honors of an historical division.

* Brigade Combat Teams: The unit of action (UA) will become a Brigade Combat Team (BCT), and will perpetuate the lineages and honors of a divisional brigade or separate brigade. These Brigade Combat Teams will be of three types: Heavy, Infantry, and Stryker.

* Battalions: The constituent battalions for brigade combat teams will continue the lineages and honors of U.S. Army Regimental System's battalions -- as they have for nearly 50 years. The special-troops battalion of each Brigade Combat Team will perpetuate the lineages and honors of the headquarters company of the brigade being perpetuated by the Brigade Combat Team.

The unit designs formerly known as SUAs will now be organized into five types:

* Combat Aviation Brigades
* Fires Brigades
* Battlefield Surveillance Brigades
* Combat Support Brigades (Maneuver Enhancement) 
* Sustainment Brigades

Battalions subordinate to the support brigades will also continue the lineages and honors of US Army Regimental System battalions.

Stabilizing involves assigning Soldiers to brigades for longer periods which increases unit readiness and cohesion, reduces turnover, and eliminates repetitive training requirements.

The Army is enhancing its training, education, and Soldier and leader development programs to develop the flexible, adaptive mindset needed to prevail in joint, expeditionary operations.
