TODAY'S FOCUS

Concept Development and Experimentation

What is it? Concept Development and Experimentation (CDE) is a campaign of learning supporting current and future force development through a two-path approach nested within U.S. Joint Forces Command's Joint Concept Development and Experimentation Campaign Plan. Concepts, developed and refined through wargames and experiments, are the basis for determining the capabilities required for the Future Combat Force.

What has the Army done?

• Developed and refined the Army Concept Development and Experimentation Campaign Plan
• Published the Army Capstone Concept (TP 525-3-0, The Army in Joint Operations)
• Developed the Army Concept Strategy and supporting concepts (operational and functional)
• Fully supported Joint CDE, including joint concept development and participation in major joint and sister service experiments
• Conducted annual Unified Quest wargames, co-sponsored with U.S. Joint Forces Command
• Conducted experiments (145 in 2004 and 120 in 2005) addressing critical issues for the Future Combat Systems equipped BCT and the Future Combat Force
• Initiated and conducted Omni Fusion integrating experiments in 2004-2005

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? CDE will continue along two paths: concept development and prototyping. The Concept Development Path develops a concepts-based, coherently joint Future Combat Force using live, virtual and constructive experimentation to provide actionable recommendations to reduce Future Combat Force development risk. The Prototype Path approaches the future through discovery, refinement, and improvement and spirals torward feasible future force capabilities, satisfies critical operational needs and tests compelling technology. These two paths, approaching the future in a deductive and inductive fashion, respectively, provide complementary risk reduction for developments and operations.

Why is this important to the Army? CDE is fundamentally a risk mitigation activity; failure to conduct effective CDE significantly increases developmental risk for the Future Combat Force and operational risk to the Army Modular Force. CDE reduces Future Combat Force development risk by developing concepts and capabilities that meet the needs of the future Joint force commander through rigorous concept development experimentation. CDE increases the capabilities of the Army Modular Force through prototype experiments that test compelling solution options and develop doctrine, organization, training, materiel, leader development and education, personnel, and facilities (DOTMLPF) capability packages to support the spiraling forward of future force capabilities to satisfy critical current force operational needs.

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TODAY'S FOCUS

Campaign Quality Force

What is it? We are aggressively reshaping the force to become an Army of campaign quality with joint and expeditionary capabilities-transforming to win the war today while simultaneously positioning ourselves for future challenges. Today’s operations require Army forces to respond rapidly with forces that move quickly and commence operations immediately upon arrival in distant theaters of operations. These capabilities are key to our goal to become more expeditionary. Our strategic and operational requirements compel the Army to maintain forces with expeditionary agility and responsiveness and possess staying power, durability, and adaptability once deployed. The Army must sustain decisive operations for as long as necessary to allow politically favorable resolutions to occur. Army forces must be ready to adapt to changes across the range of military operations and against learning and adaptive adversaries. Having these capabilities produces an Army that is a campaign quality force.

What has the Army done? To maximize force effectiveness, the Army is reorganizing to a modular, brigade-based force to achieve three primary goals:

• Increase the number of available Brigade Combat Teams to meet operational commitments while maintaining combat effectiveness that is equal or better than that of previous divisional Brigade Combat Teams.
• Create combat and support formations of common organizational designs that can be tailored to meet the varied demands of the Combatant Commanders-reducing joint planning and execution complexities.
• Redesign organizations to perform as integral parts of the Joint Force-making them more effective across the range of military operations and enhancing their ability to contribute to joint, interagency, and multinational efforts.

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? This future force is a central component of Army transformation. Within this strategy, the Army is migrating capabilities that were previously found at higher echelons to the Brigade Combat Teams. Further supporting this effort, the Army is converting most other operating force formations into modular, capabilities-based units with greater capacities for integration into tailorable and strategically responsive force capability packages. Modular operational headquarters will provide robust command and control and will be better able to serve as joint headquarters.

Why is this important to the Army? Having a campaign quality force is vital to meeting the political demands in today’s security environment. Today and in the future, our adversaries no longer provide us the required build time our nation enjoyed prior to Operation Desert Storm. Deploying large corps and division organizations to ensure our troops are sustainble, is expensive and very time consuming. Modular Support Brigades and Combat Support/Combat Service Support units with reduced logistics footprints, enhanced battlespace awareness, and improved sense-and-anticipate logistics capabilities will improve joint force responsiveness, versatility, and sustainability. This modular conversion effort is the greatest restructuring of Army forces since World War II, and it affects nearly every organization in our inventory. Most combat formations and headquarters will be completed by 2008; theater army headquarters will be completed by 2009, and support brigades will be completed by 2011.

Business Transformation

Army $1000 Referral Bonus Program - Refer a qualified applicant and receive a $1000 Referral Bonus when the applicant completes military training. 

The Army has implemented a pilot program which allows Soldiers to refer applicants to recruiters. Soldiers who make referrals may receive a referral bonus for referring anyone who is qualified, has no prior military service in the Armed Forces, and completes military training. Immediate family members do not qualify as a referral. The applicant must enlist in the Regular Component of the Army, Army Reserve, or Army National Guard, and complete Basic and Advanced Individual Training (AIT). TODAY'S FOCUS

Army's Capstone Concept for the Future Force

What is it? The Army's capstone concept for the future force was developed by Training and Doctrine Command in April 2005. This publication is our overarching visualization of how the Army future force will support Joint Force Commanders in the period 2015 - 2024. The ideas presented in this manual are fully integrated within the evolving context of our estimates of the future operating environment, joint and Army strategic guidance, and the joint framework. They have emerged as a result of years of research, wargaming, experimentation, and operational lessons learned by the Army, our sister Services, and the joint community. However, they are far from final - they are but a start point for a dynamic, professional dialogue on how best to meet the needs of the Nation together with our partners in the Defense community. Their purpose is to shape our continuing campaign of learning, and as we test these ideas - even to the point of failure - we expect them to evolve.

The Army's preeminent challenge is to reconcile expeditionary agility and responsiveness with the staying power, durability, and adaptability to carry a conflict to a victorious conclusion, no matter what form it eventually takes. The most dramatic advances in military operations over history were borne of ideas - about warfighting, organization, doctrine. Advances in simulations and wargaming permit exploration and experimentation with new concepts many years before the fielding of relevant capabilities. Our concepts not only help us visualize future operations - they are the basis for the development of future force capabilities. As our azimuth for the future, they also shape near-term changes to the current force as we adapt to our current conflicts and maintain the Army's Warrior Ethos.

Technological advances alone will not constitute transformation. Our most critical asset is not technology, but the critical thinking of our Soldiers and leaders. Our intent is not to confirm these ideas; it is to challenge them. We seek institutional innovation - the application of critical thinking within an effective organizational framework that can encourage such challenges, examine them honestly, and go where the answers take us. 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LandWarNet and the Global Information Grid

What is it? The “Global Information Grid” (GIG) is a globally interconnected, end-to-end set of information capabilities, associated processes, and personnel for collecting, processing, storing, disseminating, and managing information on demand to warfighters, policy makers, and support personnel. The GIG includes all owned and leased communications and computing systems and services, software (including applications), data, security services, and other associated services necessary to achieve Information Superiority. It also includes National Security Systems as defined in section 5142 of the Clinger-Cohen Act of 1996. The GIG supports all Department of Defense (DOD), National Security, and related Intelligence Community missions and functions (strategic, operational, tactical, and business) in war and in peace. 

LandWarNet is the Army’s portion of the GIG. A combination of infrastructure and services, it moves information through a seamless network and enables the management of warfighting and business information. LandWarNet will enable voice, video, and data to the edge of the tactical formations — ultimately pushing these capabilities lower and lower into our Modular Army’s Brigades, Battalions, and Soldiers. A robust LandWarNet will enable improved operational cycle times. This will create unprecedented levels of flexibility and agility for logistical support, actionable intelligence, and situational awareness, and for quality and speed of decision-making for enhanced Battle Command across the full spectrum of conflict (land and cyberspace) and support to natural disasters. 

What has the Army done? Specific capability milestones achieved include: dispersed communications at the quick halt for deploying units; interoperability certification of Army Battle Command Systems; verification that Warfighter Information Network-Tactical technology can provide high-capacity, wireless voice and data network access to commanders at all levels of the force despite a very dynamic operating environment. The dispersed communications capability was also used for Hurricane Katrina relief support. Army also established the following which will be leveraged to continue efficiency and effectiveness improvement efforts: mission area and domain governance structure for LandWarNet; Lean Six Sigma and Information Systems Management Portfolio Management as key Business Transformation processes; and a strategic 500 Day Plan.

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? To achieve LandWarNet capabilities, the Army’s Chief Information Officer (CIO/G-6) will plan, develop, implement, operate, and sustain a global information infrastructure to provide seamless and secure interoperability, network services, and end-to-end connectivity, as well as oversee the development, equipping, and training of signal forces. This architecture will be in synchronization with the Joint Staff J6 Campaign Plan and will be the Army portion of one virtual network that provides transport and services (e.g., core enterprise services) across the Joint force. For strategic oversight, the Development of LandWarNet has been divided into two distinct, yet interrelated, strategic objectives: Develop the LandWarNet Institutional Infrastructure and Develop LandWarNet Operational Capabilities.

Why is this important to the Army? The Army remains committed to providing reliable communications for a global force and LandWarNet is a key enabler for information superiority, decision superiority, and ultimately full spectrum dominance. The LandWarNet will dramatically improve the warfighting capabilities of Army forces across the full spectrum of conflict on the land and in cyberspace.

TODAY'S FOCUS

Interceptor Body Armor

What is it? Interceptor Body Armor (IBA) is a modular, multiple-threat body armor composed of ergonomically designed front and back plates, and an outer tactical vest (OTV), compatible with the Modular Lightweight Load-Carrying Equipment. The OTV weighs 8.4 lbs without plates and protects against fragmentation and 9mm rounds. The small arms protective insert (SAPI) plates can withstand multiple small arms hits. Total system weight is 16.4 lbs, which is nine lbs lighter than the Personal Armor System Ground Troops/Interim Small Arms Protective Over-vest (PASGT/ISAPO) combination. Attachable throat and groin protectors provide increased protection, and webbing attachment loops on the front of the vest allow Soldiers to tailor loads to meet mission needs.

What has the Army Done? Each new generation of body armor is designed to increase protective capability to stop or slow down fragments and reduce the number of wounds over older versions. The latest version of IBA, is a joint service item designed and developed to incorporate the requirements of the Army and Marines. This system was designed to replace the ISAPO and the PASGT vests. Additionally the Army has augmented IBA with Deltoid Auxiliary Protection (DAP) capability which covers the shoulder/upper arm and armpit/underarm areas. DAP provides the same level of protection as the OTV and consists of two upper and lower arm protectors.

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? The U.S. Army will begin fielding a SAPI Side Plate in 2006. The SAPI Side Plate will be secured to each side of the OTV and provide the Soldier with small arms ballistic protection. This will add approximately two pounds to the total weight of the system.

Why is this important to the Army? IBA is the cornerstone of the U.S Army's force protection strategy. IBA is state of the art and provides our Soldiers with unprecedented protection against serious and lethal bullet and fragmentation wounds.

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Integrated Global Presence and Basing Strategy

What is it? The United States' global defense posture is represented in the size, location, types, and roles of forward military forces and capabilities. The ability to project power and undertake military actions beyond our border depends on it. Together with our overall military force structure, our global defense posture enables the United States government to assure allies, dissuade potential challengers, deter our enemies and, if necessary, defeat aggression.

What has the Army Done? The Army will realign 48,500 Soldiers between 2004-2011 and restructure overseas facilities to support the expeditionary nature of the transformed Army. We will retain a transformed, forward-stationed force in Europe and Korea.

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? The new global defense posture will be adapted to the new security environment by: 1) expanding allied roles, building new partnerships, and encouraging transformation; 2) creating greater operational flexibility to contend with uncertainty; 3) avoiding concentration of military forces in a few locations for particular scenarios; 4) focusing both within and across various regions of the world; 5) developing rapidly deployable capabilities; and 6) working from a different paradigm than in the past whereby effective military capabilities, not numbers of personnel and platforms, create decisive military effects and will enable the United States to execute its security commitments globally.

Why is this important to the Army? The Global War on Terrorism, in combination with other geopolitical circumstances, has led to important changes in the U.S. security and defense strategy. This new security environment requires a more global perspective. Changes in U.S. global defense posture are needed to support our existing commitments, to take account of our changing security relationships, and to make maximum use of the strategic potential of these relationships. The new posture will yield significant gains in military effectiveness and efficiency in future conflicts and crises and will enable the U.S. military to fulfill its many worldwide roles. The new posture will also have a positive effect on our military forces and families. While we will be moving toward a rotational and unaccompanied forward presence, these rotations will be balanced by more stability at home, with fewer overseas moves and less disruption in the lives of family members.

TODAY'S FOCUS

Deployment Cycle Support Program

What is it? Deployment Cycle Support (DCS) is a comprehensive process focused on preparing Soldiers, Department of the Army (DA) Civilians and Army families for the successful return and reunion of deployed members into their pre-deployment environment. The objective of DCS is to help reduce or eliminate the stressors that contribute to domestic violence, post traumatic stress, and other behavioral stressors caused by a deployment. For deployed Soldiers and DA civilians, the current DCS process begins in theater (Phase I) and continues at demobilization sites and home stations (Phases II and III). For family members, training is conducted at home stations. Family members will receive information on family reunion and health care, individual assessments by the unit leadership and the opportunity to participate in follow-up assistance, as appropriate. 

What has the Army Done? The Army has completed several initiatives to assist Soldiers and their families. They include: 

• The Army developed a DCS Contingency Plan and established a web site, with posted reference/support materials to assist commanders in accomplishing DCS tasks. Additionally, the Army established two new programs, 
• The Army One Source and Post-Deployment Health Reassessment (PDHRA) to support Soldiers and DA civilians redeploying. The Army One Source is a 1-800 service providing information and referrals – 24 hours, 7 days a week; 6 face-to-face counseling sessions; and crisis education materials to all AC, RC, and deployed DA civilians. 
• PDHRA provides continuous medical screening and assistance to AC and RC Soldiers 90-180 days following their return from deployment. 

As of December 7, 2005, 347,800 Soldiers have completed DCS Phase I in theater prior to redeployment.

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? The Army continues to monitor DCS execution. At the direction of the Deputy Chief of Staff, Army for Personnel, a team of subject matter experts was formed to conduct a series of installation visits to gather lessons learned. These lessons learned have been incorporated into the DCS process and will be released in a new directive in early 2006. A major component of the directive is the implementation of an automated DCS tracking and reporting process for Army-wide use in the Deployment and Reconstitution Tracking System. In the future the Army will incorporate the DCS process into all phases of the Deployment Cycle. 

Why is this important to the Army? The DCS process directly affects the Army's recruiting, retention, and readiness efforts. The Army is committed to the well-being of its Soldiers, civilians, and their families. Soldiers and DA Civilians have responded in an exemplary manner to the "call to duty." DCS is a process that enables Soldiers to successfully reintegrate into their pre-deployment environment.

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Personnel Services Delivery Redesign (PSDR)

The Adjutant General Directorate (TAGD) of Human Resources Command (HRC), in coordination with the Army G1 and the Soldier Support Institute, is leading the HR community's response to Army transformation through the Personnel Services Delivery Redesign (PSDR).

PSDR migrates the core of HR support to TOE BDE and BN S1 sections; provides additional personnel and equipment resources to the TOE S1; and provides new theater level TOE HR units for casualty reporting, postal operations, and R5 (reception, return to duty, rest and recuperation, replacement, and redeployment) Personnel Accountability Teams (PAT).

• Migrating tasks means expanding many personnel tasks performed at brigade and below, and adding over 20 new tasks. The brigade and battalion S1s will be staffed, equipped, and trained to absorb the increased workload.

• Organic HR professionals in the TOE BCT/BDE and BN S1 sections are the basic building block within this organizational concept. This design calls for a robust S1 team with the knowledge, skills, and ability to interface with the top of the Army.

• Equipment to access HR systems and the authority to accomplish the new and expanded tasks will bring personnel services as close as possible to Soldiers and commanders. Vital network connectivity and bandwidth are provided through access to satellite systems.

• New HR units are designed to be modular, scalable and flexible. These new organizations provide more effective and efficient support to the modular, joint, expeditionary Army. The modular structure of postal, R5 PATs, and casualty support allows for the employment of the tailored, minimal force structure required for a unique theater.

• Implementation of PSDR consists of a phased fielding of equipment, personnel, and training that started in FY05 and is scheduled for completion no later than the end of FY08. The Soldier Support Institute will train transforming units and synchronize their efforts with the arrival of the additional personnel assets and equipment.

The Army G3 will publish an implementation order with the timeline for PSDR. The PSDR implementation plan will factor in Inter-Global Positioning and Basing Strategy (IGPBS), Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) decisions, unit manning, modularity, and the deployment schedule of the total Army.

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Combined Force Interoperability through Security Cooperation

What is it? Security cooperation programs improve U.S. landpower capabilities and strategic responsiveness by enhancing the ability of both the U.S. and our allies/coalition partners to operate effectively across a range of military missions. A key tool for this initiative is international cooperative research development and acquisition (RDA), which seeks to improve U.S. and allied capabilities by enhancing interoperability and leveraging foreign technologies for U.S. Army systems. A second tool, security assistance, in the form of Foreign Military Sales (FMS) and review of commercial munitions licenses, enhances interoperability by making U.S. Army equipment and technologies available to our Allies and coalition partners for use in the Global War on Terrorism.

What has the Army Done? During 2005, the Army initiated or expanded its international cooperative RDA efforts, largely focused on improving command, control and communications (C3) interoperability. These effortsincluded the Multilateral Interoperability Program, the Coalition Combat Identification demonstration, and bilateral tactical communications interoperability efforts with Sweden and the United Kingdom (UK). To enhance C3 interoperability on the Future Combat System (FCS) program, the Army established a Land Battlespace Memorandum of Understanding with the UK. As part of its security assistance activities, the Army managed a multibillion dollar FMS program and processed approximately 5000 commercial export licenses for Army managed systems and technology. To support the latter mission, the Army has fielded a web-based training program that enhances Army acquisition personnel understanding of and compliance with arms export control regulations. The Army supplemented these activities by providing critical war fighting enablers to coalition partners in support of operations in Iraq, Afghanistan, and the Global War on Terrorism (GWOT). Articles included small arms, Javelin Close Combat Missile Systems, night vision devices, and communications systems.

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? Future efforts under this initiative include expanding the scope of current FCS cooperation with the UK and extending FCS-related interoperability activities to other major allies such as Australia and Singapore. The Army will also expand Soldier-system related cooperation with Australia and continue multilateral interoperability cooperation with other major allies, including the UK, France, Germany and Italy. Within the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), the Army is taking the lead on several aspects of the Alliance’s Defense Against Terrorism Initiative. To ensure broader understanding and proper application of arms export control policies, the Army is planning to expand the web-based export control training program to additional Army organizations involved in the export of defense goods, services and technologies.

Why is this important to the Army? This initiativehelps ensure that our Allies and coalition partners can continue to fight side-by-side with the U.S. Army in the GWOT today and in the fully network-enabled environment of the future. It also demonstrates Army support for key Department of Defense Security Cooperation themes by demonstrating resolve to fulfill our Alliance and other defense commitments and fostering defense transformation with advanced defense establishments. Through this initiative, the Army will enhance the warfighting capabilities of our allies and coalition partners while protecting critical U.S. Army systems and technologies against unintended proliferation.

TODAY'S FOCUS

Army Prepositioned Stocks

What is it? The Army Prepositioned Stocks (APS) are combat-ready assets amassed in peacetime to meet the increase in military requirements at the outbreak of war. Strategically located on land and aboard ships around the world, these critical war fighting stocks aid rapid employment. APS remains set at the minimum level of stocks to sustain and equip the approved forces as outlined in the Defense Planning Guidance.

APS is operated and maintained by the Army Field Support Command, a Major Subordinate Command of the Army Materiel Command.

What has the Army done? APS consists of prepositioned unit sets of equipment, operational projects, and sustainment stocks. It also includes War Reserve Stocks for Allies in Korea, Thailand, and Israel. APS equipment is currently located in 12 countries in Southwest Asia, Far East, Europe and Afloat. There are four categories of APS equipment:

• Heavy Brigade Combat Team and Combat Support unit configured sets
• Operational Projects
• Sustainment
• War Reserve Stocks for Allies

Operation Iraqi Freedom was the first test of APS in high-intensity combat. APS assets enabled the Coalition Force Commander in Kuwait to rapidly build combat power by drawing on stocks in Kuwait and Qatar, as well as seaborne materiel delivered by the APS fleet. Three 3rd Infantry Division brigades were thus equipped for their lightning drive to Baghdad.

A majority of Army equipment used in Operation Iraqi Freedom today was provided from APS stocks.

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Army Capabilities to Dominate in Complex Environments

What is it? Complex environments are multifaceted operational areas with physical, social (human) and informational dimensions. Individually and collectively, they pose significant challenges to Joint Force abilities to gain and maintain situational understanding and to dominate any adversary and any situation across the range of military operations. Examples of complex environments include urban areas, mountains, jungles, and littoral areas. These are further compounded by human terrain that includes ethnic, cultural, and religious differences as well as regional and political divisions. The Army must dominate complex battlespace environments through simultaneous, integrated operations in all three of these dimensions.

What has the Army done? The Army has assembled a team to analyze complex environments and provide a recommendation for further action. The RAND Corporation Arroyo Center is providing the Army with study, analysis, and recommendations. Two recommendations include how the Army can address capability gaps in the future, specifically in doctrine, training, leader development and materiel. Concurrently, the U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command is examining the issue to provide recommendations. In support of these research projects, the Army has incorporated the challenges inherent to complex environments into its previous and future experiments and wargames.

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? The Army is working to simultaneously address the three dimensions of complex environments, and provide Soldier-friendly capabilities that can be used in combat now, while continuing to prepare modular forces and future combat systems. The Army will continue to seek solutions that will enable it to dominate in all complex environments, anticipating evolving threat tactics, adaptations, and variations. This may require modifying Army equipping, manning, and acquisition processes.

Why is this important to the Army? Operations in Iraq make the current emphasis on urban operations understandable. Commanders can no longer bypass built-up areas to avoid bogging down in a difficult fight in complex physical terrain further complicated by the presence of civilians. Our enemies purposefully choose to fight among the civilian population (human terrain) in which it can blend in a manner similar to using camouflage to hide in wooded terrain. Their goal is to negate our ability to differentiate between friend and foe, and to create turbulence and turmoil among the population that negatively affects their perception of the U.S. Military and the United States in general. In the future, other adversaries may choose to confront the United States in other complex environments where they can reduce or eliminate our technical and/or tactical (or communications, intelligence, and firepower) advantages. When this happens, we must be prepared to operate in these environments since we may not have the time to develop solutions quickly while engaged in conflict.

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Adapting the Major Army Command (MACOM) Structure

What is it? This Army Campaign Plan adapts Major Army Commands (MACOMs) and specified headquarters to reflect the most effective, efficient command and control structure for supporting the Modular force. This decision defines three headquarters; Army Command, Army Service Component Command(ASCC), and Direct Reporting Unit(DRU). The term MACOM no longer properly defines current and future Army Commands or their relationship to Army Service Component Commands and Direct Reporting Units. The definitions align responsibilities of these headquarters to the Department of the Army and Secretary of the Army and assign theater support relationships and responsibilities.

What has the Army done? This decision establishes

• Three Army Commands:
- Forces Command (FORSCOM),
- Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC), and
- Army Materiel Command (AMC);

• Nine Army Service Component Commands:
- USARCENT (Third Army),
- USARNORTH (Fifth Army),
- USARSOUTH (Sixth Army),
- USAREUR (Seventh Army),
- USARPAC (United States Army Pacific),
- Eighth United States Army (EUSA),
- United States Army Special Operations Command (USASOC),
- Surface Deployment and Distribution Command (SDDC),
- Space and Missile Defense Command (SMDC); and

• 11 Direct Reporting Units:
- Network Command (NETCOM),
- Medical Command (MEDCOM),
- Intelligence and Security Command (INSCOM),
- Criminal Investigation Division Command (CIDC),
- United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE),
- Military District of Washington (MDW),
- Army Test and Evaluation Command (ATEC),
- United States Military Academy (USMA),
- United States Army Reserve Command (USARC),
- Acquisition Support Center, and
- Installation Management Agency (IMA).

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? The Army will synchronize the efforts for establishing, manning and equipping Army Commands, ASCCs and DRUs through the force management process. The Army will continue to refine headquarters' missions, functions and responsibilities through the revision or establishment of General Orders and Army Regulations. Doctrine will be published to properly articulate command and support theater relationships as well as Title 10 responsibilities.

Why is this important to the Army? This decision accomplishes three objectives; it recognizes the global role and multi-disciplined functions of the three Army Commands, establishes the Theater Army as an Army Service Component Command reporting directly to the Department while serving as the Army's single point of contact for a unified combatant or functional component command, and acknowledges Direct Reporting Units as the functional proponent at the Department of the Army level. This also enables the Army to set the foundation for gaining better effectiveness and efficiencies by transforming its business processes while operationally focusing the Theater Army to combatant commands.
