Sexual Assault Prevention and the U. S. Army 

Senior Army leaders continue to closely monitor progress in the areas of regulations, policies, and training programs related to sexual harassment, sexual misconduct, and equal opportunity, and has made substantial improvements in all these areas. Below are some important themes and messages concerning Sexual Assault and Soldiers: 

Soldiers live the Army values. They believe in loyalty, duty, respect, selfless service, honor, integrity and personal courage. 

One can't betray these values and expect to wear an Army uniform. 

The Army takes all reports of sexual misconduct seriously.

The Army is aggressive in investigating all cases of reported sexual misconduct, even cases where the victim is not eager to cooperate in the criminal inquiry. 

* Sexual assault betrays every Army Value.
* The Army trains its work force to prevent sexual assault.
* The Army cares for sexual assault victims.
* The Army investigates every reported sexual assault - and every assault should to be reported.
* Sexual assault is a serious crime we punish.
* The Army is systematically implementing the recommendations of the sexual assault task force.

Cases are investigated thoroughly and handled appropriately based on the facts of each case. The Uniform Code of Military Justice provides understandable and long-tested offenses that can be used to appropriately charge a wide-range of sexual misconduct. 

The UCMJ provides due process protections for both victims and alleged offenders better than any other system.

Army Judge Advocate prosecutors assist commanders in making appropriate decisions on the disposition of cases and aggressively prosecute sexual misconduct.

The rights of victims are protected and the Army runs a comprehensive victim / witness assistance and liaison program at every installation consistent with federal law and DoD Instructions. 

Victims rights include:
* The right to be treated with fairness, dignity and a respect for privacy.
* The right to be reasonably protected from the accused offender.
* The right to be notified of court proceedings.
* The right to be present at all public court proceedings.
* The right to confer with the prosecuting government attorney.
* The right to restitution, if appropriate.
* The right to information regarding the conviction, sentencing, imprisonment and release of the offender from custody.

Sexual assault victims are protected under the military "rape shield" evidentiary rule - virtually the same as the federal district court rule of evidence.

The individual Soldier is the most capable, sophisticated collector of intelligence in today's Army. Every Soldier is a Sensor, or ES2, is quickly changing the way Soldiers think and enhances a Soldier's situational awareness.

U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC) defines ES2 as:

* Soldiers trained to actively observe details related to Commanders' Critical Information Requirements (CCIR) in an area of operations and competent in reporting their experience, perception and judgment in a concise, accurate manner.

* Leaders who understand how to optimize the collection, processing and dissemination of information in their organization to enable the generation of timely intelligence.

ES2 comprises the following components:

a. Change in the mind-set and culture of both leaders and Soldiers.

b. A network that integrates the Soldier into the overall intelligence framework.

c. Rapid fielding of new tools to the Soldier level.

While technology will impact the future of the United States Army, its success will continue to be determined by its most important asset, weapon and sensor: the Soldier.

The National Security Personnel System (NSPS) 

DoD has reached a significant milestone in the NSPS implementation process. DoD and OPM have notified Congress of the results of the meet and confer process and provisions of the final enabling regulations. The regulations can be viewed on the NSPS Web site , and are expected to be posted to the Federal Register by November 1, 2005.

* The regulations will become effective no sooner than 30 days after publication in the Federal Register. During this time, DoD will begin the continuing collaboration process with the unions on implementing issuances for NSPS. 

* NSPS provides DoD with a modern, flexible and agile human resources system that can be more responsive to the national security environment, while preserving protections and benefits. 

* DoD will implement NSPS in phases, called spirals. This spiral approach will be used to phase in the remainder of the eligible DoD and Army workforce over the subsequent two to three years, upgrading and improving NSPS as we go forward. The Labor Relations system will be effective for all bargaining unit employees soon after the effective date of the regulations. 

* Training is a critical part of the successful implementation and transition to NSPS. NSPS training will be available to all civilian employees and supervisors, along with military supervisors of civilians, to ensure an appropriate understanding of the system and roles.

Business Transformation Agency (BTA)

On October 7, 2005, the BTA was established and is located in the Pentagon. Program resources and personnel will be transferred to the new agency by the end of November. Acting Deputy Secretary of Defense Gordon England , established the agency which will focus on advancing defense-wide business transformation.

* The result will centralize management of eighteen of the DOD's business programs, systems and initiatives, including the Pentagon's e-mail system, the Defense Travel System, the Acquisition Spend Analysis Service and the Defense Acquisition Management Information Retrieval program, among others. 

* By consolidating, coordinating, and integrating the Department of Defense (DoD) business transformation activities, the BTA is expected to provide consistency in DoD's business transformation efforts, minimize redundancies in its business systems.

* Army Major General Carlos "Butch" Pair has been selected to serve as business systems acquisition executive, managing all projects that extend across the military services. Defense Deputy Undersecretary for Business Transformation Paul Brinkley and Defense Deputy Undersecretary for Financial Management Thomas Modly will continue to lead the BTA overall until a director is appointed.

Defense business transformation is being driven by a series of strategic objectives, each of which illustrates a different aspect of the overall transformation challenge. These objectives help shape our priorities and serve as checkpoints around which to assess the efficacy of our transformation efforts. Here are some objectives:

* Support for Joint Warfighting Capability
* Better Information for Strategic Resourcing Decisions
* Reduced Cost of Business Operations
* Improved Stewardship to the American People

Army Readiness Assessment Program 

Army Readiness Assessment Program (ARAP)
ARAP website , has been developed to communicate the Army's strong conviction that Composite Risk Management (CRM) is the only way to defend against the significant loss rate currently being experienced in the force. 

The Army Readiness Assessment looks at an organization's policies and practices related to safety and risk management, to even include such things as supervision and the flow of communication. It is the newest tool for battalion level commanders to access their unit's readiness based on a survey of 61 scaled questions covering 5 subject areas of concern.

* The results will allow a Commander to identify problems early and intervene to solve them.

* Input is anonymous and you will not be asked by anyone about specific responses. 

There are five focus areas that are addressed; Processes Auditing to ID hazards and correct problems; Reward Systems (unit's program of rewards and discipline to reinforce proper behavior and correct risky behavior); Quality Control (the emphasis on high standards of performance); Risk Management (the health of unit processes); and Command and Control (leadership, communications, policy). 

Once 2/3 of the Battalion has taken the survey, the Battalion Commander will call the CRC Team to receive and in-depth one-on-one out-brief of their results. This will include a discussion of their unit's strengths and weaknesses, with suggestions for possible Courses of Action/solutions. These recommended solutions have been vetted by prior Battalion Commanders based on their successes and experiences.

The Disabled Soldier Support System is an Army program that provides personal support, advocacy, and follow-up. This program reflects The Army's commitment to our Severely Disabled Soldiers, their families, and their communities.

The Army will provide severely Disabled Soldiers and their families with a focused system that recognizes their unique sacrifices in support of national defense as well as their individual requirements as they transition from active military service to contributing members of their civilian communities. 

MISSION and INTENT of DS3: 

* Provide a system of advocacy and follow-up to severely injured and ill Soldiers and their Families with personal support during their rehabilitation and transition back to military service or into the civilian community. 

* Assist Soldiers and their families in accessing critical resources.

* Facilitate Soldiers' and families' contact and coordination with external supporting agencies (VA, Labor, Veteran Service Organizations, etc.).

* Ensure Soldiers' and family member's access to non-medical support services throughout the rehabilitation, return to duty or separation / retirement process, and for 5 years following retirement.

* Ensure access to a network of information and resources wherever needed.

The DS3 can facilitate assistance with and provide information about family travel to VSI/SI Soldier's bedside (Invitational Travel Orders - ITO's), pay issues, options for Continuation on Active Duty (COAD), The Medical Evaluation Board (MEB) and Physical Evaluation Board (PEB) process, federal government and private sector employment opportunities upon retirement and many other topics as well.

TODAY'S FOCUS

The Iraqi Special Tribunal (IST) 

The IST is an Iraqi led system,which differs from Western (U.S.) judicial systems. At the request of the IST and the Iraqi Government, the United States provides limited logistical support, as well as some external security support, for the trial. The IST , with their security officers, have responsibility for the interior security of the trial. Additionally, the United States is responsible for detainee security- not only for the trial, but for all aspects of detainee operations under UNSCR 1546.

The individuals on trial in Iraq are under Iraqi jurisdiction; however the United States continues to provide support for the physical custody of the detainees. They are made available to the IST at all times.

Background on the IST Court Structure 

* The IST is using the same law, rules, and format as the Iraqi Criminal Courts,with a few exceptions. One exception is five vs three judges. It is an "Iraqi Civil Law" trial, not a jury trial. The five judges will decide the innocence or the guilt of the defendants.

* The trial judges make the decision. There is no timeline for the final decision.

* Each defendant must have an Iraqi lawyer of record, but is able to hire additional lawyers that are not Iraqi.

* The IST was established according to the statute no.(1)dated 10.12.2003, enacted by the Iraqi Governing Counsel. The tribunal recognized the wishes of the Iraqi people to establish a legal instrument suitable for proving their rights and uncovering the truth about what happened during the past years.

* The statute of the IST was drafted by the legal committee of the governing Counsel and followed significant consultation with the legal staff and other experts in the coalition provisional authority and other government officials of countries connected with the coalition. Some of these experts had significant expertise in the field of prosecution of war crimes. The drafters of the statute consulted international experts in the field, as well as some non-governmental organizations. The drafters of the statute consulted Iraqi lawyers and judges who provided advice on Iraqi criminal law.

* The intention of the drafters of the statute was to comply with international standards of due process of law, and to focus on crimes committed under international law (such as genocide, war crimes and crimes against humanity). The drafters of the statute had to take into account the wishes of the Iraqi people.The governing Counsel concluded that, with international assistance, the Iraqi judicial process would be able to pursue an accountability process.

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In short, with the Iraqi government, our strategy - the key - is to clear, hold, and build: clear areas from insurgent control, hold them securely, and build durable, national Iraqi institutions.

Supporting Iraq's Move Toward Democracy 

In 2005, the emphasis was on transition: a security transition to greater reliance on Iraqi forces and a political transition to a permanent, constitutional democracy. The just-concluded referendum was a landmark in that process. 

In preparation for 2006, Iraqis need further help as they hold another vital election in December. Well over nine million Iraqis voted on Saturday, October 15, 2005. Whether Iraqis voted yes or no, they were voting for an Iraqi nation, and for Iraqi democracy.

U.S. objectives in 2006:

* Break the back of the insurgency so that Iraqis can finish it off without large-scale U.S. military help.

* Keep Iraq from becoming a safe haven from which Islamic extremists can terrorize the region or the world.

* Demonstrate positive potential for democratic change and free expression in the Arab and Muslim world, even under the most difficult conditions.

* Turn the corner financially and economically, so there is a sense of hope and a visible path toward self-reliance.

Milestones and Accomplishments: 

* In August 2004, five Iraqi regular army battalions were in combat. Today, 91 Iraqi regular army battalions are in combat. All of these battalions have American advisors

* With more capable Iraqi forces, strategic implementation can begin - neighborhood by neighborhood. As the strategy is implemented, the military side recedes and the civilian part - like police stations, civic leaders, economic development -- move into the foreground. The transition strategy emphasized building of the Iraqi army. Now police training efforts are receiving new levels of attention.

* The last two years have seen three temporary governments govern Iraq, making it extremely difficult to build national institutions even under the best of circumstances. The new government to come can finally set down real roots. To be effective, that government must bridge sects and ethnic groups. And its institutions must not become the tools of a particular sect or group.

* The situation has improved in places like Haifa Street in Baghdad, or Baghdad's Sadr City, or downtown Mosul, or Najaf, or Fallujah.

* Security along the once notorious airport road in Baghdad has measurably improved. Najaf, where American forces fought a major battle last year, is now entirely under independent Iraqi military control.

Iraqi's must become players in their future destiny- 

* Iraqis must continue to come together in order to build their nation.

* The Iraqi government must forge a more effective partnership with foreign governments.

* Iraq must forge stronger partnerships with the international community beyond the United States.

HUMAN RESOURCES COMMAND (HRC) 

The Human Resources Command (HRC) mission is to ensure the full spectrum of human resources programs, services and systems are executed to support the readiness and well-being of Army personnel worldwide.

* HRC is a result of the Army leadership's vision to streamline headquarters, create more agile and responsive staffs, reduce layers of review and approval, focus on mission and transform the Army. The command combined the former U.S. Total Army Personnel Command and the U.S. Army Reserve Personnel Command. HRC's activation was the first step in consolidating personnel services throughout the Army. 

* As a field operating agency under the Army's G-1, HRC is at the center of the Army's initiative to mold personnel functions into an integrated structure, enabling efficient and effective management of active-duty and Army Reserve Soldiers worldwide. 

* HRC integrates and coordinates military personnel systems to develop and optimize utilization of the Army's human resources supporting a nation at war. HRC also performs all personnel-management functions for the distribution, development, retention and transition of active-duty Soldiers, mobilized reserve component Soldiers and those on extended tours of active duty, temporary tours of active duty or retired recalled to active duty.

* In addition to the services offered by the Officer and Enlisted Personnel Directorates, The Army's Adjutant General (TAG) also falls under HRC's domain. The Adjutant General Directorate's mission is to provide dynamic human resource and administrative programs for America's Army to promote readiness and soldier well-being. TAG is responsible for a multitude of services to the Army, to include the operation of the Education Division, the Field Systems Division, the Management Support Division, the Personnel Service Support Division, the Casualty and Mortuary Affairs Operation Division, the Field Operating Agencies of the Military Postal Service Agency, the U.S. Army Physical Disability Agency, and the Records Management and Declassification Agency. 

* HRC manages and directs the Army's personnel systems and human resources critical to serving an Army at War and transforming.

Follow up to October 15th Elections: Successful Outcome for Iraqi Constitution 

* Election officials in Diyala and Ninevah reported most voters had supported the constitution.

* Electoral Commission chief Abdul-Hussein al-Hindawi reported overall voter turnout was as high as 63 percent to 64 percent, even higher than in the January 2005 elections. 

* The acceptance of the constitution is a major step in setting up a democratic government 

* Shi'ites and Kurds make up about 80 percent of Iraq's population. Sunni involvement is seen as crucial to getting the country away from insurgent violence. 

* Despite the majority acceptance, the constitution appears to have been soundly rejected in two Sunni provinces.

* The international commissioner to the Independent Electoral Commission of Iraq stated preliminary results showed a strong turnout in the largely Shi'ite south, with 63 percent having voted in Basra. 

* Officials pointed to the relatively low level of violence -- achieved during a three-day lockdown of the country -- as an especially positive sign.

* Scheduled elections to be held on December 15, 2005, will elect a government consisting of a four-year parliament.

The Army's Capstone Concept, TRADOC Pamphlet 525-3-0, is the overarching visualization of how the Army Future Force will support Joint Force Commanders. 

The seven key operational ides underpinning The Army in Joint Operations are:

* Shaping and Entry Operations - Shaping regional security conditions, and - if forces are committed - shape the battlespace. Further, using multiple entry points to overcome enemy anti-access actions, enhance surprise, reduce predictability, and produce multiple, overlapping dilemmas for the enemy.

* Operational Maneuver from Strategic Distances - Employing advanced Joint lift platforms to deploy modular, scalable, combined arms formations in mission-tailored force capability packages to close the gap between early entry and follow-on campaign forces.

* Intratheater Operational Maneuver - The ability to expand capability to exploit opportunities and generate dislocating and disintegrating effects through ground, air, and sea operations.

* Decisive Maneuver - Achieving campaign objectives through simultaneous, distributed operations, controlled operational tempo, and direct attack of key enemy capabilities and centers of gravity.

* Concurrent and Subsequent Stability Operations - The capability to secure and perpetuate the results of decisive maneuver during the campaign and "win the peace" to ensure the long-term resolution of the conflict.

* Distributed Support and Sustainment - The ability to provide continuous sustainment of committed forces in all phases of the operation with the smallest feasible deployed logistical footprint.

* Networked-Enabled Battle Command - Facilitating the situational understanding needed for synchronized and effective application of Joint and Army combat capabilities.
