2.  Problem Discussion: 

    A.  Problem Summary.  In troubleshooting of the Air Compressor not operating, the unit disclosed that there was a short occurring in the junction box of the air compressor.  After removing the cover of the junction box they could see that tape on the connection had worn to cause a short due to bare wire being exposed to the control box assembly.  This caused a short that caused the Motor Starter in the Air Compressor to short and cause an open circuit to where the operation of the air compressor would not run until repaired. 

    B.  Background Information.  There have been three separate occurrences on the FRS Air compressor in the last 6 months. 

    C.  Expected results if failure occurs:  The short will cause the Motor Starter in the Air Compressor to short and cause an open circuit to where the operation of the air compressor would not run until repaired. 

3.  User Actions:  Place a copy of this message inside the front cover of the Unit Maintenance Manual (TM 9-4940-568-20) until revised manuals are received. 

    A.  Category of Maintenance.  Field Maintenance. 

    B.  Task Suspense Date: 30 days from Message dissemination. 

    C.  Inspection Procedures:  Check your FRS serial number.  If your FRS serial number is from 0001 to 0597, you need to perform the following procedures, and order the item in paragraph 3.e. 

                               NOTE 

Ensure the generator is shut down. The shut down procedures for operating the M7 Forward Repair System are found in TM 9-4940- 568-10. 

     (1)  Perform step 1 only (remove cover to the wire junction

box) in TM 9-4940-568-20 page 11-2. 

     (2)  Inspect the grounding conductor (Green Wire) for proper tightness. 

     (3)  Inspect the insulation tape for worn or exposed wires on the three bundles.  If bare wires are exposed, replace electrical tape.  This is an interim measure until the new junction box repair kit is eventually installed.  

     (4)  Perform Step 15 only (replace the cover to the wire junction box) in TM 9-4940-568-20 page 11-11. 

    D.  Correction Procedures: 

     (1)  Order the Air Compressor Junction Box Wiring Kit (NSN: 

4310-01-562-4635) for all FRS Serial numbers from 0001 to 0597. 

     (2)  Upon receipt of Air compressor Junction Box Wiring Kit

(NSN: 4310-01-562-4635), install with the instructions that are provided with the kit. 

     (3)  Contact your Local LAR to inform that all FRS serial numbers indicated above are in Compliance.

     (5)  One each Step by Step Instructions with photos.
