1.  Distribution: 

    A.  This is a "Ground Precautionary Action message".  MACOM Commanders will retransmit this message to all subordinate Commands/Activities within 24 hours of receipt of this message and acknowledge receipt of this message within five working days to:

2.  Problem: 

    A.  PM LTV has been notified of a problem with upper control arms on HMMWVs.  This issue affects HMMWV production and Recap (Oct 06 through Jan 08) as well as vehicles that have had the control arms replaced during this timeframe with parts provided through the organic supply system.  There is a reinforcement plate welded to the under side of the control arm stamping (see link below). Several of the welds at the mating seams are nonconforming.  This can cause sections of the plate to separate from the control arm and possibly reduce the strength and reliability of the control arm.

    B.  Depending on the severity of the nonconforming welds, cracking can develop in the control arm stamping over time.  Continued use can cause further cracking and loosening of the control arm bushing mounts and ball joint attachment point.  The effect on vehicle performance is that steering may start to feel more indirect and vehicle handling may be degraded.  Rattling and "clunking" noises may be evident at the affected wheel as well.  Vehicles identified with nonconforming control arms need to have them replaced as soon as possible. 

3. User Actions:  At the next maintenance action, visually inspect upper control arms NSN 2530-01-414-7844, 2530-01-413-1365, 2530-01-420-7892, and 2530-01-420-7893 for cracks and or bad welds (Training Circular TC 9-237,7 May 1993) on the reinforcement plate on the under side of the control arm stamping. 

    A.  If the welds penetration is not evident, or cracks are visible, replace control arm in accordance with TM 9-2320-280-20-2, 15 July 2004, change 3, para 6-28 or TM 9-2320-387-24-1,28 Feb 2007, change 4, para 6-25. 

    B.  For vehicles produced or Recapped between Oct 06 through Jan 08, the vehicle manufacturer(AM General) has agreed to provide replacement parts for nonconforming control arms.  Please note exhibits are not required. See attachment below to order: all highlighted information in red is mandatory.  https://aeps2.ria.army.mil/commodity/gpm/tacom_wn/08/AMG-Warranty.pdf. 

    C.  For control arms replaced through maintenance action, Oct 06 through Jan 08, AM General will provide replacement control arms for any obtained from their DLA support contracts.  Please note exhibits are required. See attachment:  all highlighted information in red is mandatory.
