E. MEMO TO PD-ASA (M&RA) MEMO SUBJECT: DELEGATIONS OF AUTHORITY REGARDING ARMY EVACUATION-HURRICANE KATRINA 

2. PURPOSE. TO PROVIDE GUIDANCE TO MANAGE THE HURRICANE KATRINA EVACUATION AND DELEGATE CERTAIN AUTHORITIES WITHIN THE ARMY. THE INTENT OF THE ARMY S LEADERSHIP BY NO LATER THAN 1 AUGUST 2006 IS TO RETURN ALL EVACUATED FAMILIES TO THEIR PRE-EVACUATION LOCATION OR RELOCATE THEM TO A DESIGNATED PLACE AND END THEIR EVACUATION STATUS, THUS PROVIDING A LONG-TERM SOLUTION TO THEIR NEEDS.

3. BACKGROUND. FAMILIES OF SOLDIERS ON ACTIVE DUTY (ALL COMPONENTS) WERE ORDERED TO EVACUATE AREAS AFFECTED BY HURRICANE KATRINA AND MOVE TO A SAFE HAVEN BEGINNING ON 27 AUG 2005 AND WERE AUTHORIZED EVACUATION ALLOWANCES (INCIDENT TO THEIR TEMPORARY STATUS). EVACUATION STATUS AND ALLOWANCES WERE EXTENDED IN 30-DAY INCREMENTS BY USD (P&R) UNTIL

13 FEB 2006, AT WHICH TIME USD (P&R) AUTHORIZED THE SAFE HAVEN ALLOWANCES TO BE EXTENDED UNTIL 1 AUG 2006 AND DELEGATED AUTHORITY TO MANAGE EVACUATIONS TO SERVICE SECRETARIES (REF 1C). REFS 1A, 1B, AND 1C PROVIDE THE SERVICES THE DISCRETION TO TERMINATE THE EVACUATION SOONER. REF 1D AUTHORIZED AN EXTENSION OF SAFE HAVEN ALLOWANCES AT THE 100% RATE UNTIL 31 MAR 2006. AS DESCRIBED BELOW, REF 1E DELEGATES AUTHORITY TO MANAGE EVACUATIONS TO THE MAJOR ARMY COMMAND (MACOM) COMMANDERS. DETERMINATIONS ARE TO BE MADE ON A CASE-BY-CASE BASIS FOR INDIVIDUAL EVACUEES. IF THE MACOM COMMANDER DECIDES TO CONTINUE SAFE HAVEN STATUS FOR A FAMILY, FOR THE PERIOD OF

1 APRIL 2006 THRU

30 APRIL 2006, EVACUATION ALLOWANCES ARE AT THE FULL RATE FOR THE DAILY PER DIEM RATE BASED ON THE SAFE HAVEN LOCATION. THE FULL RATE IS 100% FOR EACH DEPENDENT AGE 12 OR OLDER AND 50% FOR EACH DEPENDENT UNDER THE AGE OF 12. BEGINNING 1 MAY 2006, EVACUATION ALLOWANCES AUTOMATICALLY DROP TO THE REDUCED RATE WHICH IS 60% FOR EACH DEPENDENT AGE 12 OR OLDER AND 30% FOR EACH DEPENDENT UNDER THE AGE OF 12. EFFECTIVE WHEN APPROVED BY PD-ASA(M&RA), AS DESCRIBED BELOW, REF 1E ALSO DELEGATES AUTHORITY TO APPROVE PAYING EVACUATION ALLOWANCES AT THE FULL RATE FOR PERIODS BEGINNING 1 MAY 2006, TO THE DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF G-1, CHIEF, COMPENSATION & ENTITLEMENTS DIVISION. FOR FAMILY MEMBERS OF NATIONAL GUARD AND ARMY RESERVE SOLDIERS TO CONTINUE TO DRAW EVACUATION ALLOWANCES, THE SOLDIER MUST BE SERVING ON SOME TYPE OF ACTIVE DUTY TOUR.

4. ACTION

A. MACOM COMMANDERS.

     (1) CONSISTENT WITH THE REFS LISTED ABOVE, MACOM COMMANDERS ARE DELEGATED AUTHORITY TO, ON A CASE-BY-CASE BASIS, FOR ALL MEMBERS ASSIGNED TO THEIR COMMAND, REGARDLESS OF THE SOLDIERS SERVICE OR COMPONENT, (A) PERMIT A FAMILY TO RETURN TO THE PERMANENT DUTY STATION AND TERMINATE THE EVACUATION ALLOWANCES, (B) REQUIRE A FAMILY TO GO TO A DESIGNATED PLACE (FROM A SAFE HAVEN) APPROVED BY THE DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF, G-1, CHIEF COMPENSATION AND ENTITLEMENTS DIVISION (SEE PAR. E, BELOW), WITH THE RESULTING EVACUATION ALLOWANCES TRANSITION, OR ALLOW THE EVACUATION STATUS TO CONTINUE, BUT NOT TO EXTEND BEYOND THE 1 AUG 2006 SAFE HAVEN TERMINATION DATE.

    (2) WHENEVER THEY DEEM APPROPRIATE, MACOM COMMANDERS WILL REQUEST A DESIGNATED PLACE MOVE FOR SOLDIERS FAMILIES AND FORWARD THE REQUEST TO THE DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF G-1, CHIEF COMPENSATION AND ENTITLEMENTS DIVISION FOR ALL ACTIVE COMPONENT (AC) SOLDIERS, AND ALL NATIONAL GUARD (NG) AND ARMY RESERVE SOLDIERS SERVING ON ACTIVE DUTY. REQUESTS FROM MEMBERS OF OTHER SERVICES WILL BE REFERRED TO THEIR RESPECTIVE SERVICE HQ OFFICE RESPONSIBLE FOR PERSONNEL ASSIGNMENTS.

     (3) BEGINNING JUNE 2006, MACOM COMMANDERS WILL SUBMIT A MONTHLY REPORT (NEGATIVE REPORT IS ALSO REQUIRED AS APPROPRIATE) TO DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF G-1 PCCIMA02@HQDA-AOC.ARMY.MIL, 703-697-4246 ON THE STATUS OF THEIR EVACUATED FAMILIES, WITH DATA AS OF THE LAST DAY OF THE PRECEDING MONTH. THE REPORT IS DUE BY THE END OF THE FIRST WEEK OF EACH MONTH (E.G., FIRST REPORT (MAY 06) IS DUE BY 7 JUNE 2006, WITH DATA AS OF

31 MAY 2006). REPORTS WILL BE SUBMITTED VIA NIPR EMAIL. REPORT FORMAT IS ATTACHED EXCEL SPREADSHEET.

     (4) ACKNOWLEDGE RECEIPT AND UNDERSTANDING OF THIS MESSAGE, AND PROVIDE MACOM DATA POC TO PCCIMA02@HQDA-AOC.ARMY.MIL, 703-697-4246 UPON RECEIPT OF THIS MESSAGE.

     (5) WILL SUBMIT A REPORT (NEGATIVE REPORT IS ALSO REQUIRED AS

APPROPRIATE) TO THE DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF G-1 ATTN:

PCCIMA02@HQDA-AOC.ARMY.MIL NO LATER THAN 15 JUN 2006, OUTLINING THEIR STRATEGY FOR MANAGING DEPENDENTS WHO REMAIN EVACUATED DUE TO HURRICANE KATRINA AND IDENTIFYING ISSUES WITH REGARD TO THE 1 AUG 2006 SAFE HAVEN TERMINATION DATE. THIS REPORT WILL INCLUDE A BY NAME LIST OF THE MEMBERS WHOSE DEPENDENTS REMAIN IN AN EVACUATION STATUS.

THE DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF G-1 ATTN: PCCIMA02@HQDA-AOC.ARMY.MIL WILL CONSOLIDATE THESE REPORTS, DETERMINE ARMY S STRATEGY FOR MAINTAINING REMAINING EVACUEES, AND FORWARD TO PD-ASA (M&RA).

B. COMMANDER, HUMAN RESOURCES COMMAND (HRC). WILL CONTINUE TO MAINTAIN CELL WITHIN AHRC-PL-MS WHO INTERACTS WITH EVACUATED DEPENDENTS AND DEFENSE FINANCE AND ACCOUNTING SERVICE - INDIANAPOLIS (DFAS-IN), AND ISSUES THE TRAVEL ORDERS (DD FORM 1610S) THAT SUBSTANTIATE EVACUATION ALLOWANCES FOR PAYMENT TO DEPENDENTS.

C. DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF G-1 ATTN: PERSONNEL CONTINGENCY CELL (PCC) WILL CONSOLIDATE MONTHLY STATUS REPORTS FROM THE MACOMS, AND WILL CONSOLIDATE THE 15 JUN 2006 STRATEGY REPORTS FROM THE MACOMS AND FORWARD ALL REPORTS TO MESSAGE POC AT PARAGRAPH SIX.

D. INDIVIDUAL SERVICE MEMBERS WITH EVACUATED DEPENDENTS.

     (1) WILL SUBMIT ANY REQUEST TO CONTINUE THEIR FAMILY'S EVACUATION STATUS BEYOND 31 MAR 2006, FOR A SPECIFIED DURATION, AND NOT TO EXTEND PAST 1 AUG 2006, TO THEIR MACOM COMMANDER FOR APPROVAL AS SOON AS PRACTICAL AFTER RECEIPT OF THIS MESSAGE. REQUEST MUST INCLUDE FULL JUSTIFICATION. IF THE MACOM COMMANDER DECIDES TO CONTINUE SAFE HAVEN STATUS, FOR THE PERIOD OF 1 APRIL 2006 THRU 30 APRIL 2006, EVACUATION ALLOWANCES ARE AT THE FULL (100%/50%) RATE. BEGINNING 1 MAY 2006, EVACUATION ALLOWANCES AUTOMATICALLY DROP TO THE REDUCED (60%/30%) RATE. AFTER THE MACOM COMMANDER HAS DECIDED TO CONTINUE SAFE HAVEN STATUS FOR A PARTICULAR FAMILY, HIS REPRESENTATIVE WILL FORWARD SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION TO COMMANDER, HRC ATTN: AHRC-PL-MS (SFC WYNORA HARRIS, 703-325-9955, RCSAFEHAVEN@HOFFMAN.ARMY.MIL) TO PREPARE FAMILY MEMBERS ORDERS FOR EVACUATION ALLOWANCES. REQUESTS FROM MEMBERS OF OTHER SERVICES WILL BE REFERRED TO THEIR RESPECTIVE SERVICE HQ OFFICE RESPONSIBLE FOR EVACUATION ALLOWANCES.

     (2) WILL SUBMIT ANY REQUEST FOR A DESIGNATED PLACE MOVE, VIA THEIR MACOM COMMANDER AND CHAIN OF COMMAND TO THE DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF G-1, CHIEF, COMPENSATION AND ENTITLEMENTS DIVISION FOR APPROVAL.  REQUESTS FROM MEMBERS OF OTHER SERVICES WILL BE REFERRED TO THEIR RESPECTIVE SERVICE HQ OFFICE RESPONSIBLE FOR PERSONNEL ASSIGNMENTS.  REQUEST MUST INCLUDE FULL JUSTIFICATION.

E. CONSISTENT WITH THE REFS LISTED ABOVE, DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF G-1  ATTN: CHIEF, COMPENSATION & ENTITLEMENTS DIVISION EFFECTIVE DATE OF PD-ASA(M&RA) APPROVAL, IS DELEGATED AUTHORITY TO: (A) APPROVE ON A CASE-BY-CASE BASIS IN 30 DAY INCREMENTS, AN EXTENSION OF SAFE HAVEN ALLOWANCES BEYOND 30 APRIL 2006, AT THE 100% RATE, AND (B) APPROVE/DISAPPROVE A DESIGNATED PLACE LOCATION. IF DISAPPROVED, PROVIDE THE MACOM COMMANDER AN ALTERNATE DESIGNATED PLACE FOR THE FAMILY TO RELOCATE TO. THIS INCLUDES ALL SUCH REQUESTS, REGARDLESS OF THE SOLDIER'S COMPONENT. ONCE THE DECISION IS MADE ON ALLOWANCES, CHIEF, COMPENSATION & ENTITLEMENTS DIVISION WILL FORWARD SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION TO COMMANDER, HRC ATTN: AHRC-PL-MS (SFC WYNORA HARRIS, 703-325-9955, RCSAFEHAVEN@HOFFMAN.ARMY.MIL) WHO WILL PREPARE THE TRAVEL ORDERS TO AUTHORIZE EVACUATION ALLOWANCES. REQUESTS FROM MEMBERS OF OTHER SERVICES WILL BE REFERRED TO THEIR RESPECTIVE SERVICE HQ OFFICE RESPONSIBLE FOR EVACUATION ALLOWANCES. ALSO EFFECTIVE DATE OF PD-ASA(M&RA) APPROVAL, IS DELEGATED AUTHORITY TO APPROVE AC, NG, AND ARMY RESERVE SOLDIERS FAMILIES DESIGNATED PLACE MOVES. REQUESTS FROM MEMBERS OF OTHER SERVICES WILL BE REFERRED TO THEIR RESPECTIVE SERVICE HQ OFFICE RESPONSIBLE FOR PERSONNEL ASSIGNMENTS.
