1.  Distribution:  This is a "Maintenance Advisory Message".  Request MACOM Commanders retransmit this message to all subordinate Commands/Activities. 

2.  Issue:  FMTV vehicle serial numbers 100,001 to 115,482 require a new K-10 relay replacement.  These newer production 2 1/2 and 5 Ton FMTV trucks equipped with the L.E.D. service light switches are experiencing a problem with inadvertent flashing of the front turn signals.  Older model FMTV trucks with the mechanical type light switches and incandescent turn signal light bulbs are not affected.  The condition is experienced when the ignition switch is placed to the "On" position, the engine is running, the air pressure is in the normal range and the service lights are placed in the blackout mode.  When the operator releases brake pedal pressure, the front turn signal lights will flash once each time the brake pedal pressure is released.  It has been determined that the K-10 relay located in the passenger side Power Distribution Panel (PDP)does not operate correctly in that particular circuit, allowing the front turn signal lights to flash.  A new replacement relay has been identified to correct this condition.

3.  User Actions: Remove and replace K-10 relay. 

    A.  Set the external Master Manual Battery Disconnect Switch to "Off". 

    B.  Ensure service light switch is set to "OFF". 

    C.  Remove Power Distribution Panel I/A/W EM 0195 (TM 9-2320-392-

20) "Power Distribution Panel Replacement". 

    D.  Open module 2 relay panel cover I/A/W EM 0195 under "Circuit Breaker and Relay Replacement Work Packet" 

    E.  Remove K10 relay P/N G8V-1C7T-R-DC12 NSN 5945-01-527-6667 and replace it with new relay P/N 12424852 NSN 5945-01-557-4666.  This relay location is referenced on the outside of relay panel cover as K10/12V/Stop/Hazard. 

                               Note 

For ease of identification, replacement K-10 relays will be marked with a blue marking on the top.  These relays will have any one of following vendor P/N's stamped on it: 

    P/N 2802, CAGE 5J417 

    P/N 301-1C-S-D1, CAGE 1HKM2

    P/N ACV12112, CAGE 0J4G8 

    F.  Close number 2 PDP relay module cover and reinstall PDP cover. 

    G.  Place external batteries switch to "On". 

    H.  Perform operational light check: 

    (1)  Start engine with transmission in "Neutral". 

    (2)  Allow air tanks to build up normal operating pressure. 

    (3)  Place an assistant outside the truck to observe the front turn signals. 

    (4)  Place service lights into the blackout mode. 

    (5)  Press and hold brake pedal. 

    (6)  Release the brake pedal pressure while an assistant simultaneously watches the front turn signals.  The turn signal lights should not illuminate or flash. 

                              NOTE: 

The K-10 relay removed is also used in various other circuits throughout the power distribution modules and can be retained as spares.

4.  TACOM /PM Actions: 

    A.  EM O195(TM 9-2320-392-20) will be updated to reflect new RPSTL P/N and NSN information in next revision. 

    B.  In addition to this MAM message, a future PS Magazine article will be published. 

5.  Supply Status:  The parts are currently available in the supply system.  Units will order replacement relay quantities per their authorized vehicle MTOE.  The replacement relay is an initial free issue if ordered using the following procedures:  All requesting units must submit their MILSTRIP Requisition IAW AR 725-50. Document Identifier Code, A0_ transaction applies.  To ensure that no fiscal charge is generated, record position 51, Signal Code, should read "M" 

and record position 52-53, Fund Code, should read "GA."  Assets will be free issue under these conditions until 6 months after the publication date of this message.
