2.  Distribution:  In accordance with (IAW) AR 750-6 and AR 25-11, Commanders/Directors of Army Commands (AC), Army National Guard (ARNG), US Army Reserve (USAR) Command, Army Service Component Commands (ASCC), and Direct Reporting Units (DRU) will: 

    A.  Retransmit this message to all subordinate units within 24 hours.

3.  Problem Discussion:  This message is to clarify that the installation of the Barrel Stop Assembly (PN 12973139) on the M16A4 and M16A3 is a mandatory application.  If the barrel stop assembly is not present on the M16A4 or M16A3, the weapon will be considered not- mission capable regardless of whether an M203 is installed or not. 

Without the Barrel Stop Assembly, the M203A2 Grenade Launcher cannot be attached to the weapon system properly. 

4.  User Actions: 

    A.  All M16A4 and M16A3 Rifles equipped with the M5 ARS shall be inspected to verify the barrel stop assembly (PN 12973139) is present within the hand guard cap.  If it is not present, it shall be installed.  Refer to TM 9-1006-319-23&P, page 4-13.  This will require the removal and reinstallation of the upper rail component, as well as the possible replacement of the screw.  The procedure is as follows: 

With upper hand guard (rail) removed from the M16A4, Install the barrel stop by placing it over a thin section of the barrel from the six o'clock position.  Avoid contact with the gas tube.  Rotate it so its opening is pointed up towards the gas tube.  Slide the stop forward until the vertical portion fits into the triangular sides of the forward hand guard cap with the springs to the rear.  Hold the stop in this position while the upper hand guard (rail) is reinstalled to the M16A4. 

    B.  When necessary, order the Barrel Stop Assembly (NSN 1005-01-453-4224), see TM 9-1005-319-23&P, Figure C-19. 

    C.  Unit Commanders, contact your local TACOM Logistics Assistance Representative (LAR) or your State Surface Maintenance Manager upon receipt of this message for assistance.  For assistance in locating your TACOM LAR, see paragraph 6D.
