A. TITLE 37, SECTION 307, UNITED STATES CODE, PROVIDES LEGAL AUTHORITY FOR THIS PROGRAM. 

B.  AR 614-200, ENLISTED ASSIGNMENTS AND UTILIZATION MANAGEMENT REGULATION,

27 JUNE 2007. 

1.  THIS MILPER MESSAGE WILL EXPIRE ON 25 JANUARY 2010; HOWEVER, POLICIES EXPRESSED IN THIS MESSAGE WILL REMAIN IN EFFECT UNTIL A CHANGE IS MADE TO THE SDAP PROGRAM. 

2.  GENERAL:  THIS MESSAGE IS TO BE USED IN CONJUNCTION WITH AR 614-200, CHAPTER 3, PARAGRAPHS 3-20 THROUGH 3-24. 

3.  SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR AIG 7406:  THIS MSG WILL BE BROUGHT TO THE IMMEDIATE ATTENTION OF ALL COMMANDERS AND SUPPORTING FINANCE OFFICES. 

4.  EFFECTIVE 19 DECEMBER 2007, THE ASSISTANT SECRETARY OF THE ARMY FOR MANPOWER AND RESERVE AFFAIRS APPROVED SDAP AT THE RATE OF SD-3/$225 FOR ALL ENLISTED SOLDIERS PERFORMING DUTY AS PLATOON SERGEANTS (PSG) AND SQUAD LEADERS (SL) IN U.S. ARMY MEDICAL COMMAND WTU'S. 

5.  THIS CHANGE AFFECTS ALL ENLISTED PERSONNEL SERVING IN A WTU PSG OR SL CODED SDAP POSITION WHO COORDINATE, EXECUTE, AND FACILITATE MEDICAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE LOGISTICAL AND TRANSPORTATION FUNCTIONS IN SUPPORT OF THE WARRIOR IN TRANSITION (WT) AND THEIR FAMILY MEMBERS. 

6.  PSG AND SL MUST HAVE COMBAT ARMS, COMBAT SUPPORT, OR COMBAT SERVICE SUPPORT BACKGROUND AND MEET THE FOLLOWING QUALIFICATION TO QUALIFY FOR SDAP:

     (A) PLATOON SERGEANTS MUST HAVE AT LEAST 24 MONTHS OF PLATOON SERGEANT OR DRILL SERGEANT EXPERIENCE. 

     (B) SQUAD LEADERS MUST HAVE AT LEAST 24 MONTHS OF SQUAD LEADER OR DRILL SERGEANT EXPERIENCE. 

     (C) WTU PLATOON SERGEANTS AND SQUAD LEADERS MUST COMPLETE THE USAMEDCOM CERTIFICATION TRAINING PROGRAM AND BE CERTIFIED AS QUALIFED. 

(D) RESPONSIBILITIES:  PSG AND SL WILL WORK WITH THE WT TO ENSURE CONTINUITY OF CARE, AND A SEAMLESS TRANSITION BACK TO THE FORCE OR A RETURN TO A PRODUCTIVE CIVILIAN LIFE. THE PSG AND SL ARE THE FIRST LINE OF SUPERVISION FOR THE WT AND CHARGED WITH BUILDING A RELATIONSHIP OF TRUST AND CONFIDENCE WITH ALL CONTACTS IN SUPPORT OF THE WT.

THE PSG AND SL DUTIES INCLUDE BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO DIRECTING ALL ADMINISTRATIVE, LOGISTICAL AND COMMUNICATIONS FUNCTIONS RELATED TO THE MEDICAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES REQUIRED IN SUPPORT OF THE WT. 

7. USAR/USARNG SOLDIERS WHO SERVE ON ACTIVE DUTY IN EXCESS OF 180 DAYS, AS INDICATED ON THEIR ORDERS, ARE ENTITLED TO RECEIVE THE FULL RATE OF SDAP EFFECTIVE RETROACTIVE TO 19 DECEMBER 2007. 

8. THE SOLDIERS SDAP WILL TERMINATE WHEN- 

     (A) THE UNIT COMMANDER DETERMINES THE SOLDIER HAS FAILED TO MAINTAIN ALL THE REQUIREMENTS FOR CONTINUED RECEIPT OF SDAP. 

     (B) THE SOLDIER IS REASSIGNED TO A NON-SDAP WTU ASSIGNMENT OR IS NOT UTILIZED IN A WTU POSITION. 

     (C) SDAP MAY BE REINSTATED WHEN DOCUMENTARY EVIDENCE DEMONSTRATES THE TERMINATION WAS IN ERROR. 

9. PROCEDURES: 

     (A) TO ENSURE SOLDIERS ARE PAID THE CORRECT SDAP RATE, THE SERVICING MILITARY HUMAN RESOURCES (HR) OFFICE OR S1 MUST ISSUE ORDERS TO AWARD, CHANGE, TERMINATE OR REINSTATE SDAP. 

     (B) THE PERSONNEL OFFICER MUST PUBLISH ORDERS FOR ALL SDAP QUALIFIED SOLDIERS WHO WILL BE AFFECTED BY THIS CHANGE.  THE ORDERS SHOULD BE IAW AR 600-8-105, FORMAT 330, PROFICIENCY PAY, LOCAL PROCEDURES AND AR 614-200, CHAPTER 3, PARAGRAPH D.  IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT PERSONNEL OFFICERS PREPARE A DA FORM 2446 (REQUEST FOR ORDERS) IAW AR 600-8-105.  THE REQUEST FOR ORDERS MUST INCLUDE THE LEVEL OF SDAP AUTHORIZED, EFFECTIVE DATE AND AUTHORITY (THIS MESSAGE).  THE DA FORM 2446 IS THEN FORWARDED TO THE BCT/BDE

S1 OR MPD TO ISSUE THE ORDERS. 

     (C) COMMANDERS AUTHORIZED TO PUBLISH ORDERS FOR ADSW, TTAD, ADT OR AT, WILL ISSUE ORDERS TO AWARD OR TERMINATE SDAP.  CDR, HRC ST LOUIS (AHRC-AR)

WILL ISSUE ORDERS FOR USAR AGR SOLDIERS.   STATE ADJUTANTS GENERAL WILL

ISSUE ORDERS FOR ARNGUS SOLDIERS EXCEPT TITLE 10 ARNGUS AGR SOLDIERS, FOR WHOM THE DIRECTOR, ARNG [ARNG STAFF MANAGEMENT OFFICE (NGB-ARZ-T) WILL ISSUE ORDERS. 

     (1) GAINING COMMAND WILL PUBLISH ORDERS THAT REFLECT THE NEW WTU ASSIGNMENT AND SDAP RATE. THE GAINING COMMAND WILL ENSURE THE EMILPO DATA BASE REFLECTS THE CORRECT SDAP LEVEL. 

     (2) LOSING COMMANDS WILL IMPLEMENT MEASURES TO ENSURE THAT SDAP TERMINATION ORDERS ARE CUT UPON PCS WHEN THE SOLDIER IS NOT PCS'ING TO ANOTHER WTU SDAP ASSIGNMENT. 

     (3) SOLDIERS WHO PCS BETWEEN WTU SDAP ASSIGNMENTS WILL CONTINUE TO RECEIVE THEIR SDAP ENTITLEMENT AT THE SAME RATE.
