1.  COLONELS PROMOTION BOARD: On behalf of MG Castro, CSM Pearson, and the leadership from the ENGR school - I want to pass our congratulations along to all the Engineers who were selected for promotion to the rank of COLONEL.  A total of 40 LTC's were selected for promotion, 4 of whom were selected BELOW THE ZONE.  Our PZ selection rate was 58.3%, BZ was 8%, and AZ was 18.2%...all three-year highs for the branch, and the BZ and AZ rates nearly doubled the DA averages.  We are proud of the great accomplishments of these Soldiers and their spouses, and we are excited that the Army has recognized their potential for advancement and increased responsibility as we transform the ENGINEER REGIMENT in the 21st Century.  As you see these leaders in the halls and in the field - please help pass on our congratulations. 
 

2.  5th EN BN DEPLOYMENT: Last week, the 1st EN BDE successfully deployed 417 Soldiers of the 5th Engineer Battalion to its second tour of duty in OPERATION IRAQI FREEDOM.  On 7 NOV the brigade held a simple yet moving farewell ceremony for the 5th - as well as the 50th Multi-Role Bridge Company and the 67th Mine Dog Detachment, who will deploy in the coming months.  The ceremony was attended by hundreds of Soldiers, friends, family members, and community leaders.  Good luck and Godspeed to LTC Mike McGuire, CSM Kevin Curtis, and to all of the Soldiers and spouses of the 5th EN BN in their deployment and their service to the nation.  
 

3.  94th & 49th MINE DOG DETACHMENTS ACTIVATED:  On 18 NOV we activated the second and third mine dog detachments in the US Army at FLW under the 577th EN BN.  Mine dogs and search dogs continue to prove themselves in both theaters - and we are VERY EXCITED to be able to grow this ENGINEER capability for Route Clearance / Area Clearance / Minefield Extraction & Building Searches. 
 

4.  VISIT TO HAWAII & USARPAC: We had a great visit to Hawaii last week - met with the USARPAC ENGR, 84th EN BN (set to deploy soon to OIF), 29th EN BN, 3rd BSTB, 70th TOPO CO, 82nd CSE (just arrived from KOREA), 7th DIVE DET, and the 5th Planning and Control DET - collected several important issues that affect the ENTIRE Regiment.  Working with the USARPAC engineer leadership - we reviewed the type and number of ENGINEER modules assigned to both Hawaii and Alaska as well as the numbering and stationing conventions that will affect the USARPAC AOR.   Issues brought up concerned the integration of MI and SC capabilities in the BSTB, how to train a BSTB, DTSS refresh issues, 12L and 21U consolidation, upgrade of BSTB ENGR skills and tools, and discussions with senior USARPAC leaders on the proposed Combat Support Bde (ME) proposed for Hawaii.  We are working these and other issues here at FLW both at the ENGINEER SCHOOL and MANSCEN to provide solutions for these units and for the rest of the field - please continue to speak up and SEND US YOUR ISSUES for the good of the entire Regiment and the Future Engineer Force.  
 

5.  BRANCH NIGHT - WEST POINT:   We had the pleasure of welcoming 89 soon-to-be officers to the Engineer Regiment at USMA last weekend.   95.8% of cadets got their first, second or third choice.  48% of the class picked ENGINEER as their first, second or third choice, however 8 of the 16 branches DID NOT MEET THEIR FLOORS - so some ENGINEERS, in addition to other branches, were diverted to meet floors in other branches.   USAES gave out packets to the cadets with a letter from the MG Castro, FEF booklets, mousepads, brochures, etc.  Branch Night was a great event, and several USMA ENGR permanent party were in attendance.  We are working on a VTC with the USAES team and the entire 89 new engineers to welcome them to the Regiment, provide some initial info, and answer questions with the EOBC leadership.  Will continue to look for opportunities with ROTC cadets to do the same outreach-type communications efforts.
 

6.  HBCT ECHO COMPANY CONFERENCE: I want to continue to solicit input for and request your attendance at the upcoming ECHO COMPANY conference to discuss EMBEDDED ENGRS in the BCT at FLW from 6-8 DEC.  The embedded Engineer company is CENTRAL to the success of the Future Engineer Force and remains a CRITICAL challenge in the areas of C2 / Doctrine / Materiel / Training / Skills & Tools.  We will spiral lessons learned from this conference into our ongoing work with the ENGINEER Company from the IBCT, SBCT and SAPPER FEF company as well.  Your participation is requested, including the DIVENG and MACOM staffs.  Please contact LTC mike.presnell@us.army.mil at  573-563-4074 for details.

9.  COMMANDERS CORNER:  Today, 18 Nov 05, we activated two additional dog detachments, the 49th MDD and 94th MDD.  The dog teams within these detachments will further enhance mobility while serving as a true combat multiplier.  Two years ago, the Regiment recognized the Army’s need to better I.D., search for, clear, and dispose of minefields and explosives while fighting the war on global terrorism.  To meet this need, the Regiment looked at past Army TTPs and discovered that the use of dogs was very successful during WWII, the Korean War and Vietnam.  As a result, the Regiment decided to activate the 67th MDD.  Since its activation the 67th has deployed Soldiers and dogs to Iraq and Afghanistan several times.  To date, the detachment has cleared over 260,000 m2 of minefield and found several hundred tons of weapons and explosives while conducting over 250 vehicle, building, and area searches.  The 49th and 94th MDDs will increase the Regiment’s ability to provide this specialized capability to clear minefields and conduct munitions and weapons searches in support of GWOT and other operations.  Maj Bruce W.
