How the Environmentalists Prevented New Orleans From Getting the Proper Hurricane Protection

I was the district engineer in New Orleans in the 1970's as we fought the "Greens" over putting two huge "Dutch style" flood gates at the east end of Lake Ponchartrain.  That was the U.S. Corps of Engineers' plan, to allow us to protect ALL of the lake shore and to keep the levees where needed along the lake (especially at New Orleans) lower.
