Identify and use all resources available to assemble incoming information as well as extract information from direct and indirect (reliable) resources; i.e., Combined Arms Assessment Team, www, media sources, State Dept., CNN, and personal sources gathered by simple interest inquiries. This also includes the procurement of photographs with appropriate captions. All raw information will be copied, downloaded, and retained for historical files. 

  

Analysis: 

Assimilate keynote pieces of information from messages, reports, or photographs whether mission, branch, or theater specific and scan for content. Always use sensitivity concerning operational, informational, and personnel security. Reduce the bulk and nonessential information while retaining the original data, producing pertinent specific information for distribution. 

  

Dissemination:

Prioritize and distribute the pertinent pieces of information that are required by interested individuals/departments/organizations. The complete process is done as expediently as possible after the analysis is done.

The Army has implemented a pilot program which allows Soldiers to refer applicants to recruiters. Soldiers who make referrals may receive a referral bonus for referring anyone who is qualified, has no prior military service in the Armed Forces, and completes military training. Immediate family members do not qualify as a referral. The applicant must enlist in the Regular Component of the Army, Army Reserve, or Army National Guard, and complete Basic and Advanced Individual Training (AIT).
