Joint Engineer Operations Course 
The Joint Engineer Operations Course (JEOC) is preparing to conduct its third pilot course. The Distributed Learning (dL) Phase opened to the students on April 16th, 2007 and the Resident Phase will be held at Fort Leonard Wood, July 23rd-27th, 2007. 

The target audience is senior 03s and junior 04s and noncommissioned officers in the ranks of E7-E9. The purpose of the course is to better prepare junior and mid level leaders of the joint engineer community for staff duty with the Engineer staff of a Joint Task Force (JTF). The dL Phase is approximately 40-48 hours in length and is a pre-requisite for Resident Phase attendance. The dLPhase is designed to give students approximately 90 days to complete it prior to the Resident Phase. The dL Phase is hosted on the FLW Engineer Portal and uses the Blackboard LMS. Students must possess an AKO account to gain access to the dL Phase lessons. 

The Resident Phase is approximately 36-40 hours in length. Students selected to attend the Resident Phase should plan to arrive at Fort Leonard Wood on Sunday July 22nd and should plan to depart FLW no earlier than 1300 hours on Friday July 27th. Although this is a Pilot course, prospective students and their chain of command are encouraged to participate in its further development. The student's unit is responsible for all travel and billeting expenses. Geospatial Products for Every Soldier

Terrain Data on Your Laptop – Free, UNCLAS-FOUO 

Every Solider can have access to cutting-edge geospatial capabilities at the UNCLAS-FOUO level, that can be loaded for free on Government desktop PCs and laptop computers.  The products are available from the U.S. Army Engineer Research and Development Center’s Topographic Engineering Center (TEC) in Alexandria, VA (http://www.tec.army.mil).  They include Adobe Acrobat GeoPDF, Urban Tactical Planner, Country-wide fly-throughs, Buckeye 6-inch resolution color image maps, and Buckeye 1m post spacing elevation data.  **Every field unit should have access to these essential geospatial capabilities.**  The products are available via PKI web site (CAC Card access), or via dissemination of CDs, DVDs and external hard drives, as described below.

GeoPDF Adobe Acrobat Maps

- What is GeoPDF?
- GeoPDF is an Adobe Acrobat format map with geocoordinates used for 2-D digital map displays.  The data sets available at the ICDT Kickoff Meeting include all of the National Geospatial-Intelligence Agency (NGA) maps of Iraq and Kuwait, or Afghanistan, on a single DVD.

- How do I use it?

- Insert the Iraq or Afghanistan GeoPDF DVD in your PC and click on “Index.PDF” file, which displays the available maps.  Then click on the map you want and it will be displayed on your computer (pan and zoom; the feature data remains clear even though GeoPDF files are much smaller than CADRG).  You can also print a copy of the map to an 8.5” X 11” printer 9not to scale), or print to map scale on a plotter.  GeoPDF viewer software is included on the DVD.

- How do I get more copies?

Baghdad Urban Tactical Planner (UTP) and TerraExplorer (TE) Products (UTP-TE)

- What is a UTP?

- UTP is a tactical level urban product.  It depicts urban terrain, including building types, and also shows selected features with annotations such as mosques, schools, roads, and vertical obstructions.  The data can be viewed in a geospatial-enabled software package (e.g., FalconView), or with TerraExplorer (TE) software.  TE is a free terrain fly-through software tool.  TE models are created and posted with UTP overlays for smooth visualization/ease of use for an urban scene.  There are UTPs for most cities in Iraq, as well as cities in other high-priority countries.  In addition to urban UTPs, other fly-through products are available for different AOIs, to include country scale (e.g., a single fly-thru for an entire country or region).  All TE data can be delivered via fire-wire external hard drive, or via the TEC web sites.

- How do I use it?

- Insert the Baghdad UTP CD/DVD and install TerraExplorer software from the CD/DVD.  Click on the “city name” file or “default” file, and wait for buffering to finish.  When the city display is ready, click on the “Flight Panel” in the lower right corner to pop up the “fly” control options for 3-D visualization of Baghdad.  The moving map display in the lower left corner provides a 2-D map with an aircraft icon showing which direction the user is pointed; this window can be used to display any available photos of buildings and key terrain, if available.  The upper left corner of the display shows imagery and feature layers that can be turned on and off (click on boxes by the feature layer name).  Shapefiles are resident on both GIS source data and TE CD/DVD products so users can display terrain data COP products in FalconView, Battle Command systems, or Modeling and Simulation applications.

- How do I get UTPs for other cities?

- UTPs are available for download from the US Army TEC PKI web site (http://www.tec.army.mil ).    

- UTPs over cities in Iraq and other sites are available on CD or DVD, or can be accessed with a free viewer and streamed over the network.

- Country-wide fly-thru’s, are disseminated using external hard drives.

Buckeye High-resolution Image Maps and High-resolution Elevation Data

- What is Buckeye?

- Buckeye is a mapping sensor suite that is being flown in Iraq to collect Unclassified/FOUO 6-inch resolution color image maps and 1m post spacing elevation data over most cities in Iraq, as well as Unclassified/FOUO 6-inch color image maps in Afghanistan.  The Baghdad Buckey Shaded Relief DVD provides you with an 3-D fly-through that includes Baghdad streets, buildings, urban canyons, etc.  Spatial accuracy is extremely good (~1m).

- How do I use it?

- Insert the Baghdad Buckeye Color Shaded Relief Flythrough DVD in your PC.  Double-click on the Baghdad_Color_Shaded icon to bring up the fly-through file.  Click on the Flight Panel in the lower right corner to pop up the “fly” control options for 3-D visualization of Baghdad.  The moving map display in the lower left corner provides a 2-D map display and shows which direction the user is pointed.

2.  CALL CAAT Team.  The Office of the Chief of Engineers and the US Army Corps of Engineers recently sent representatives to participate in a Center for Army Lessons Learned Collection and Analysis Team (CAAT) visit to V Corps headquarters in Heidelberg, Germany.  The team collected observations, insights, and lessons learned from V Corps’ experience as the Multi-National Corps Iraq last year.  During interviews with the V Corps staff and enabling brigade commanders, they focused on Joint, Interagency, and Multinational Command and Control as well as Stability Operations.  Initial feedback from the visit is that engineers continue to be a critical component to operations in Iraq.

	F.  Topics of Interest:  Army Barracks Modernization Program

What is it? The Army's Barracks Modernization program combines funding from Military Construction and Operations and Maintenance Army dollars to modernize all permanent party Army Unaccompanied Personnel Housing (UPH) facilities to the current Department of Defense standard, which establishes a standard configuration module of two bedroom/one bath with cooking area/appliances. Additionally, the complex includes laundry facilities and eliminates the separate Soldier community building to offset construction costs. This is a focused program with a cost of $10 billion. 

This program provides quality upgraded living space in accordance with current industry standards for the Army's projected 136,000 Soldiers residing in barracks, thereby improving these Soldiers' quality of life. Currently, the Army's barracks modernization program does not include the impacts of Global Defense Posture Realignment (GDPR), Army Modular Force (AMF) and Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) which will increase barracks construction requirements by approximately 24,000 Soldiers.

What has the Army done? With funding through 2007, the Army will have funded 89 percent of barracks modernization, with the remaining programmed through 2009. Total costs expended through 2007 are $7.8 billion, with $1.5 billion programmed through 2009. Additionally, the Army training barracks program encompasses $3.4 billion, of which $1.1 billion is programmed through 2011. Army Reserve barracks modernization program is working to standardize an Army Operational Readiness Training Complex. This program includes programming construction at 13 Army Garrisons, for a total of 24 complexes.

What efforts does the Army plan to continue in the future? The Army program to complete barracks modernization is planned through 2009. In addition, large numbers of new barracks will be constructed separately under BRAC and various transformation programs (AMF, GDPR). Army Training and Reserve barracks are also receiving attention during the Army's modernization program. Army Training barracks impact 81,000 trainees annually. Programming for modernization began in 2005 and 45 percent of the training barracks are now programmed to be modernized by 2011. Reserve barracks at three Army garrisons received approximately $70 million of supplemental funding in 2005, and additional funding is being sought for programming in the out-years.
