1.  SOME SERVICES HAVE NOTICED A TREND OF EXCESSIVE SIT AT MANY OF THE PERSONAL PROPERTY SHIPPING OFFICE'S (PPSO'S).  SIT FOR DOD CIVILIAN AND MILITARY MEMBERS MAY NOT EXCEED 90 DAYS UNLESS ADDITIONAL STORAGE IS AUTHORIZED.  THE TRANSPORTATION OFFICER SHALL MAKE EVERY EFFORT TO PREVENT UNNECESSARY USE OF SIT.

2.  PPSOS ARE NOT INFORMING/ADVISING MILITARY MEMBERS AND DOD CIVILIANS THAT:

     A.  IT IS THEIR RESPONSIBILITY TO FIND HOUSING LARGE ENOUGH TO ACCOMMODATE THEIR HOUSEHOLD GOODS.  IF THEIR PROPERTY DOES NOT FIT IN THEIR RESIDENCE AT DESTINATION THE MEMBER MUST ARRANGE AND PAY FOR STORAGE AT THEIR OWN EXPENSE.

     B.  SIT BEYOND 180 DAYS IS NOT AUTHORIZED WHILE A HOUSE IS UNDER CONSTRUCTION.

     C.  SIT IN CONNECTION WITH A SHIPMENT FROM NON-TEMPORARY STORAGE IS NORMALLY NOT AUTHORIZED, UNLESS UNDER CERTAIN CONDITIONS AS STATED IN THE JFTR 5360B/5365C/5375.

3.  ACCORDING TO THE JFTR U5345(C) AND U5380 (L) MEMBERS ARE AUTHORIZED NON-TEMPORARY STORAGE WHEN THEY ARE TDY ENROUTE TO PERMANENT DUTY STATIONS (PDS).  THE DTR, PART IV, CHAPTER 406 (A)(3) ADVISES THAT THE TRANSPORTATION OFFICE MAKE EVERY EFFORT TO PREVENT UNNECESSARY USE OF SIT.  NTS IS A LESS COSTLY OPTION AND EXERCISES PRUDENT TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT.

4.  PLEASE NOTE THAT QUITE OFTEN EXCESSIVE SIT IS CAUSED BY PPSO'S SHIPPING DIRECTLY TO NEW PDS WHEN MEMBERS ARE TDY OR ON LEAVE WHEN ENROUTE TO THEIR NEW PDS.  THEREFORE, PPSO'S MUST START ESTABLISHING REALISTIC REQUIRED DELIVERLY DATES (RDD). COUNSELORS MAY ADJUST RDDS POPULATED BY TOPS TO CORRESPOND WITH MEMBER'S ARRIVAL DATE AT DESTINATION.    

5.  TRANSPORTATION OFFICES NEED TO ENSURE THAT MEMBERS ARE ADVISED THAT THEY NEED TO CONTACT THE DESTINATION TRANSPORTATION OFFICE UPON THEIR ARRIVAL AT THEIR NEW DUTY STATION.  MEMBERS SHOULD PROVIDE A POC AND PHONE NUMBER WHERE THEY CAN BE REACHED WHEN THEIR SHIPMENT ARRIVES.  THEREFORE, TRANSPORTATION OFFICE CAN ARRANGE DELIVERY OF THE SHIPMENT OR DETERMINE DISPOSITION IMMEDIATELY ONCE THEY HAVE BEEN NOTIFIED OF SHIPMENT'S ARRIVAL BY THE DESTINATION AGENT.  

6.  TRANSPORTATION OFFICES SHOULD CONTACT BASE LOCATORS, HOUSING OFFICES, MEMBER'S UNIT; THEY SHOULD ALSO USE THE WHITE PAGES, INTERNET SEARCH ENGINES, AND INFORMATION (411) AS ADDITIONAL SOURCES TO LOCATE THE SERVICE MEMBER TO ACCOMMODATE DIRECT DELIVERIES AND TO PREVENT UNNECESSARY SIT.  

7.  TRANSPORTATION OFFICES ARE ADVISED THAT SIT CONTROL LOGS MUST BE PROPERLY MAINTAINED.  TRANSPORTATION OFFICES SHOULD REVIEW THE TOPS SIT CONTROL LOG MONTHLY TO ENSURE EXTENSION NOTICES ARE MAILED OUT TO THE SERVICE MEMBER AND DELIVERIES ARE ENTERED IN THE TOPS DATABASE.
