Reserve Support to Disaster Relief Operations (RESDRO)
Mission Statement
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The RESDRO program manages the volunteer pool that on-order augments the work force of the U. S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) during Stafford Act Emergencies.  Reserve Soldiers in the pool are then matched against USACE emergency needs by their skills, and have agreed to serve under temporary, voluntary activation when called.
The RESDRO program provides a structure for Corps of Engineers Subordinate Commands (SC) to request and receive assistance when skill and/or personnel requirements are not available within the active command.  

History 
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The U.S. has sustained some extensive natural disasters over the past 16 years. These disasters have placed a great strain on the affected federal, state and local government agencies as well as the insurance industry. 

The RESDRO program is an innovative, contemporary initiative that provides Reserve Soldiers with appropriate backgrounds to assist with recovery activities, some of which are branch-immaterial.
The RESDRO program was implemented in 1991 with activation and deployment in June/July 1992. In the fall of 1992, RESDRO’s effective response in the aftermath of Hurricanes Andrew and Iniki proved the program's value.  Hurricanes Katrina, Wilma, and Rita in 2005, and their lingering aftermaths, proved our mettle yet again. 
Since 1991, some 1,100 people have been engaged—not only from the Individual Mobilization Augmentee (IMA) program, but also from the Individual Ready Reserve (IRR) and Troop Program Units (TPUs)--to provide disaster relief through the RESDRO program.  TPU Soldiers require unit approval both for activation, and for their Government Travel Card.  IRR and IMA Soldiers can be supported through RESDRO.
Criteria Checklist / Downloadable Forms: 

· Available for at least 60 days - must be able to go within 30 days of date of contact; 

· Must have a Government Travel Card with a $5,000.00 limit; 

· Current HIV (within 24 months); 

· DA Form 1058; 

· DA Form 7349 (you still need a current physical); 

· Body Fat worksheet if applicable (DA Form 5500/5501-R);
