THIS SAFETY OF USE MESSAGE (SOUM) IS AN AMENDMENT TO REF B.  THIS MESSAGE IS IMPORTANT TO USERS AND MAINTAINERS OF MRAP 4X4 AND 6X6 COUGAR VEHICLES MANUFACTURED BY FORCE PROTECTION INDUSTRIES INCORPORATED (FPII) PREVIOUSLY AFFECTED BY REF B. 

2.  MRAP JPO NO LONGER REQUIRES THE OPERATIONAL UNITS CALLED OUT IN REF B TO SAFETY DEADLINE THEIR MRAP VEHICLES.  

3.  FURTHER INVESTIGATION BY THE PARTS MANUFACTURER SHOWS THAT THE RISK HAS NEGLIGIBLE PROBABILITY OF OCCURRENCE AND THE RESULT OF A FAILURE WOULD NOT BE CATASTROPHIC (DEGRADED STEERING, NOT LOSS OF

STEERING) ON THOSE VEHICLES WITH SERIAL NUMBERS CALLED OUT IN REF B.

  4.  PER REF C, ALL ACTIONS TAKEN TO ENSURE ABILITY TO FIX OR REPAIR ARE STILL IN EFFECT: NECESSARY PARTS ARE IN PLACE IN THEATER, COORDIANTION HAS BEEN CONDUCTED WITH OPERATIONAL UNITS, SYSTEMS COMMAND LNO, AND PERSONNEL AT THE REGIONAL SUPPORT ACTIVITY AT TQ TO AFFECT ALL REPAIRS, AND FSR'S ARE ANTICIPATED TO BE SENT TO UNITS WITHIN THE NEXT 24/48 HOURS.

5.  RECORD COMPLETED REPAIR IN VEHICLE EQUIPMENT LOGS AND RECORDS AND MAINTENANCE REPORTING SYSTEM (MERIT). 

6.  PLEASE ENSURE THIS INFORMATION IS DISSEMINATED DOWN TO THE LOWEST LEVEL OF MAINTENANCE.
