Subject:  Safety of Use Message (SOUM), TACOM Control No. SOUM 08-011. This is a follow-up "Technical" Safety of Use Message for the  armored Family of M939 AoA 5 Ton Trucks located in South West Asia (SWA)and the Continental United States (CONUS).  There are approximately 2,850 vehicles in SWA, and approximately 150 vehicles in CONUS.  A total of approximately 3,000 M939 vehicles are affected:

2. PROBLEM: 

    A.  In late June 2007, the seat and seat restraint system used in the M939 AoA vehicles listed above failed to meet the requirements of the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard (FMVSS) for a seat with an integrated seat belt restraint system.  Although the seat and seatbelt restraint system failed to meet requirements they do provide limited occupant crash protection at lower speeds.  In a higher speed accident or rollover, occupant protection is reduced.  The risk to soldiers is considerable as a result of forward movement causing them to impact the steering wheel, instrument panel, other equipment or windshield enough to cause serious injury or death. 

    B.  This follow on SOUM contains updated requisitioning instructions for the mandatory installation of the retrofit seat tether kits as outlined in SOUM 08-001 dated 5 Oct 07.  Retrofit seat tether kits are now in place and available for requisitioning.  Locations and POC's are listed in paragraph 3-D. Refer to paragraph 3-E web link for installation instructions. 

3.  USER ACTIONS: 

    A.  Within thirty days of receipt of this message, at Organizational Level Maintenance, Commanders who have M939A1P1 or

M939A2P1 vehicles with Add on Armor (AoA) will inspect and determine if their vehicles are equipped with retrofit seat tether kits. These kits contain two seat belts with one end mounted to the floor and the other end mounted to the right and left side of the seats.  To determine if the retrofit seat tethers have been installed in the truck(s) prior to this notification refer to the link below depicting photographs of original configuration (seat tethers mounted to rear cab wall) and completed installation of retrofit seat tethers (seat tethers mounted to rear cab floor). 

    B.  Installation of retrofit seat kit tethers is mandatory and will be accomplished within 30 days of inspection.  If not installed within 30 days, the vehicle(s) will be placed in not mission capable (NMC) status.
