1.  Distribution:

2.  Problem: 

    A.  Recent reports from the field have indicated that soldiers may not be aware of the correct jacking procedures for tire changing operations on affected HMMWV's.

B.  The basic HMMWV jack is the 3.5 Ton scissors jack, NSN 5120-01-430-3123, and is a Basic Issue Item (BII).  This jack will not fit under the control arms with the additional weight added due to the installation of Frag Kits 5.  Therefore, an additional jack is needed to assist in lifting the vehicle.  

    C. The additional jack is an 8 Ton hydraulic bottle jack, NSN 5120-01-374-0532.  Since 2007, 15,380 8 Ton jacks have been issued in Theater with L-brackets and base plates. This jack is used to lift the vehicle's body high enough to ensure proper placement of the HMMWV scissor jack under the control arms.

3.  User Actions: 

    A.  Unit Commanders should be aware of the following:

    1.  Two jacks are required to change a tire on HMMWVs with Frag Kit 5. 

      a.  3.5 ton scissor jack (vehicle BII).

      b.  8 ton Hydraulic Jack (Supplemental Jack for vehicles with Frag Kit 5 Installed). 

    2.  Instructions have been developed to raise the vehicle high enough to gain access for the scissors jack to remove a wheel assembly:

    3.  Users should post this data to the vehicle Technical Manual (TMs) for future reference until TMs are revised.

    B.  Users are also advised that the BII scissors jack is not intended to be used for vehicle maintenance purposes other than changing a tire.  If the BII scissors jack is used to raise the vehicle for maintenance there is a safety risk of the vehicle slipping off the jack or the jack failing.  Either condition can result in serious or fatal injuries.  

    C.  Unit Commanders, contact your local TACOM Logistics Assistance Representative (LAR) or your State Surface Maintenance Manager upon receipt of this message for assistance.  For assistance in locating your TACOM LAR, see paragraph 6C.

4.  TACOM/PM actions: The following publications are affected: TM 9-2330-387-10 and will be updated at the next change package.

5.  Supply Status: 15,380 hydraulic jacks with L-brackets and base plates have been provided to Theater by PM LTV. The 8 Ton hydraulic jack is available as a GSA item, NSN 5120-01-374-0532. If base plates and L-brackets are required, fabricate per dimensions identified in the Jacking Procedures.
