    A.  Department of Transportation (DOT) Special Permit 14568, (Authorizes transportation of MC-1 portable nuclear gauges)

Effective: 30 Aug 07, Expires: 28 Feb 08. 

    B.  International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) Certificate of Competent Authority Special Form Radioactive Materials USA/0751/S-96, Revision 0; (Special Form certification allowing for transport of MC-1 portable nuclear gauges) Effective:  11 Sep 07,

Expires:  30 Sep 09. 

1.  Distribution:  This is a "Maintenance Advisory Message".  Request MACOM Commanders retransmit this message to all subordinate Commands/Activities. 

2.  Issue:  The MC-1 Tester, Density and Moisture [Soil and Asphalt] had lost its Special Form Certificate, which stopped its shipment, but now the tester has received a DOT Special Permit and IAEA Special Form Certificate allowing commercial and military CONUS and OCONUS shipments.  However, there are requirements that must be followed in order for the Army to continue shipment of the testers under the permit and certificate.  Failure to follow the requirements will void the permit and certificate, and potentially cause Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) and DOT violations resulting in penalties (civil and criminal). 

3.  User Actions: 

    A.  Notify the TACOM LCMC Safety Office (POC Karen McGuire at DSN 786-7635/Comm. 586-574-7635 and e-mail(Karen.Lapa.Mcguire@us.army.mil) of all shipments (cargo air, vessel and ground) of the MC-1 Tester, in advance of the shipment.  This is to ensure transportation regulations are being complied with.  Also, consult with your unit/installation/garrison transportation officer for the shipments. All shipments have to be reported to DOT by TACOM LCMC in order for the special permit and IAEA certificate to remain valid.  The Army must have a valid permit and certificate to ship the tester. 

    B.  The DOT-SP 14568 (Special Permit), and the latest leak and shipment wipe test must accompany the shipment. 

    C. A copy of the DOT-SP 14568 is at link below and: 

https://aeps2.ria.army.mil/commodity/mam/tacom_wn/07/Emergency.pdf must be maintained by the shipping organization or facility where the tester is offered or reoffered for transportation and the carrier must be provided a copy of the permit.  The shipping organization or facility offering/reoffering the tester must also maintain a copy of the IAEA Special Form Certificate at link below:

    D.  Personnel involved in the shipment must receive training on the requirements and conditions of the special permit in addition to the training required by 49 CFR 172.700 through 172.704.

    E.  The tester will be shipped in its DOT 7A container and the outside of the container will be conspicuously marked "DOT-SP 14568" with letters and numerals at least 1" (2.5 cm) high. 

    F.  The tester requires semiannual leak tests and it must have passed the semiannual leak tests in order for it to be shipped. 

    G.  Individuals who certify the shipping papers must possess the required certification/recertification training AND documentation attesting to this certification.  Requirement for certifiers are in DOD 4500.9-R (Defense Transportation Regulation), 49 CFR 172.700 and 49 CFR 172.204. 

    H.  The tester must be secured during transportation to prevent unauthorized removal.  Security of the tester requires a minimum of two independent physical controls.  The controls to be designed and constructed of material suitable for securing the tester from unauthorized removal.  Also, the tester's handle must be locked in a safe position and the DOT 7A container locked with a padlock.  The key to the probe handle should be placed inside of the DOT 7A container, but the padlock key sent separately from the tester. 

    I.  Immediate notification of the TACOM LCMC Safety Office at DSN 786-7635/Comm. 586-574-7635 for loss or damage of the tester [failure of the locking mechanism to lock on the tester, failure of the shutter to close, failure of the protective housing (such that the source cannot be moved into the shielded position)] and for any other incident involving the tester.  After duty hours contact the TACOM LCMC Readiness Operations Center (ROC) at DSN 786-6692 or Comm. 586-574-6692.
