1.  Distribution:  Note this is a "Maintenance Advisory Message".  MACOM commanders will retransmit this message to all subordinate commands/activities within 24 hours of receipt of this message and acknowledge receipt of this message within five working days to Director, Tank-Automotive And Armament Command-Rock Island (TACOM-RI), ATTN:  AMSTA-CS- CZR, Rock Island, IL 61299-7630, e-mail:  amsta-cs-czr@ria.army.mil. 

2.  Issue:  The US Army Research Development and Engineering Command (RDECOM) has established a shelf life of 10 years for M8 paper.  The change of shelf life from no shelf life to 10 years is to ensure the integrity and quality of the paper.  M8 paper was given a no shelf life in the past because the supply system at that time did not have shelf life codes for items with shelf life of more than 7 years (any item good for more than 7 years was classified as having no shelf life).  The system now has shelf life codes for longer years. 

3.  User actions:  Users need to check the back cover of the M8 paper booklets for manufacture date.  Users should discard paper which has passed the 10 years from the manufacture date and requisition replacement.  Future

M8 paper production will have both manufacture and discard dates on the back cover.
