2.  Problem: 

    A.  Summary of Problem:  TACOM-RI has received reports from the field stating the field has received Check Valves NSN 4820-01-293-3456 that do not meet the technical requirements for the M17A3 (NSN 4230-01- 346-3122). 

    B.  Background:  After researching the problem TACOM discovered that the contractor supplying the parts had assembled them incorrectly. 

While the valves themselves are acceptable, the sealant used to assemble the valves does not meet the technical requirements needed for the system.  The sealant that was used could allow the valves to leak fuel. 

    C.  Expected results if failure occurs:  If an incorrect sealant was used on this part and the seal fails, expected results would be a minor fuel leak, possibly a class three leak.  Any leaks due to failure would occur on the low pressure, low flow side of the M17A3's fuel system.  As equipment is dual fueled with both diesel fuel and the more flammable gasoline, risk of fire is possible. 

3.  User Actions: 

    A.  Parts to Inspect:  Check Valve, NSN 4820-01-293-3456, PN 5-45- 5062. 

    B.  Category of Maintenance:  Unit Level Maintenance. 

    C.  Task Suspense Date:  30 days from Message dissemination. 

    D.  Inspection Procedures.  Unit level maintainers shall immediately inspect their M17A3s and replace any defective check valves.  To determine if the check valve is Non-Mission Capable (NMC) visually inspect the valve.  Verify that the valve was assembled with red sealant.  If it can not be verified visually that the valve has red sealant on the surface then the part is bad and must be replaced outright. 

    E.  Correction Procedures.  Units shall requisition replacement parts through the normal supply system. 

    F.  Compliance Report:  Email the M17A3 serial numbers inspected and status of repairs with point of contact information to Stephen LeFebvre, TACOM-Rock Island, AMSTA-LC-CBSD, DSN 793-6885, COM (309) 782-6885, email: steve.lefebvre@conus.army.mil within thirty days of the date of this message. 

    G.  Unit Commanders, contact your local TACOM Logistics Assistance Representative (LAR) or your State Surface Maintenance Manager upon receipt of this message for assistance.  For assistance in locating your TACOM LAR, see paragraph 6.D. 

4.  TACOM/PM actions:  TACOM has coordinated with DLA and DLA has placed a hold on the current stock of Check Valves NSN 4820-01-293- 3456.  The parts will be available in the system as soon as they are reworked and the correct sealant applied.
