2.  Problem Discussion:

    a.  Problem Summary.  Some M45 masks have been found to have blockage in the outlet valve housing that will prohibit the war fighter from drinking while wearing the mask.  Note: this blockage does not decrease protection while wearing the mask.

b.   Reminder.  Any blockage in the drink system of the outlet valve housing should be found during mask fit testing with the M41 Protective Assessment Test System (PATS).  M41 PATS procedures listed in TM 3-4240-349-12&P, Chapter 2, page 0007 00-5, step 5 requires the warfighter to clear the drink system before fit testing.  As a precautionary measure, the inspection listed in this message should also be performed.

3.  User Actions:  This action shall be performed once upon receipt of this message.

    a.  Task or inspection suspense date: NLT 1 year after receipt of this message.

    b.  Parts, Assembly, Components to be inspected. Part Numbers 5-1-2800-10/20/30/40, NSNS 4240-01-414-4034/4035/4051/4052 and Part Numbers 5-1-2800-50/60/70/80, NSNS 4240-01-447-6989/6987/8967/6988.

    c.  Inspection Procedures.  All soldiers will check their M45 masks to determine if the drinking system is blocked in the outlet valve housing.  If the M45 masks are not currently assigned to an individual soldier, the inspection should be performed by an NBC NCO.  To check the drinking system for proper function remove the outlet valve cover and external drink tube.

        (1) Remove the internal drink tube and blow air into internal drink tube.

            (a) If air passes through, reinstall the internal drink tube.  

            (b) If air cannot pass through, replace internal drink tube and install on mask. The internal drink tube NSN is 4240-01-441-0557.

        (2) Check the outlet valve housing by blowing air through the internal drink tube.  If resistance is felt, the drinking system is blocked.

        (3) If the drinking system is not blocked, reinstall the external drink tube and outlet valve cover.  Clean, sanitize and continue the use of this mask.

        (4) If the drinking system is blocked, contact Doug Vanatta, DSN 793-3053, COM (309)782-3053, email address: vanattad@ria.army.mil for repair or replacement.

     d.  Compliance.
