Subject:  Maintenance Advisory Message (MAM), TACOM Control No. MAM 08-004, Bradley Towing Guidelines. 1.  Distribution:  This is a "Maintenance Advisory Message".  Request MACOM Commanders retransmit this message to all subordinate Commands/Activities. 

2.  Issue:  An article in PS Magazine (Issue 657), dated August 2007, page 6, incorrectly authorizes the Bradley Fighting Vehicle System

(BFVS) to tow trailers using a towbar adapter kit. 

3.  User Action: 

    A.  Disregard PS Magazine article (Issue 657) on the towbar adapter kit.  The Bradley vehicle is not designed or authorized to tow trailers. 

    B.  The only towing scenario that exist with the Bradley Family of Vehicles (BFVS) is the Bradley M2A2ODS-E (Engineering vehicle), which can tow a M58 Mine Clearing Line Charge (MICLIC) Trailer.  The MICLIC has undergone testing to prove its ability to be safely towed, but with restrictions to transport only from the roadway to the mission firing point.  The MICLIC is not authorized to be pulled on roadway areas due to the lack of trailer connections to support lighting and air brake requirements.  Strict speed restriction of no more than 5 mph on off road terrain must be followed. 

4.  TACOM/PM Actions:  TACOM will issue a new PS Magazine Article on Bradley Fighting Vehicle System (BFVS) towing policy.
