1.  TRAUMATIC SERVICEMEMBERS' GROUP LIFE INSURANCE PROGRAM (TSGLI):  This is a reminder that the TSGLI Program was established by Congress in May 2005.

TSGLI is a rider attached to Servicemembers' Group Life Insurance coverage and will provide insurance payments to members who suffer a qualifying loss due to a traumatic injury.  This coverage applies to all Soldiers, irrespective of component, Active, Reserve, or National Guard.  TSGLI provides valuable support to Soldiers and their families, providing them with financial assistance during recovery from a traumatic loss.  The TSGLI benefit is not intended to serve as income replacement and it will not affect Army or VA disability compensation determinations.  Every member who has SGLI also has TSGLI effective December 1, 2005.  This coverage applies to active duty members, reservists, funeral honors duty and one-day muster duty.  This benefit is also provided retroactively for members who incur severe losses as a result of traumatic a injury between October 7, 2001 and December 1, 2005 if the loss was the direct result of injuries incurred in Operations Enduring Freedom or Iraqi Freedom.
