D. AR 600-8-14, IDENTIFICATION CARDS FOR MEMBERS OF THE UNIFORMED SERVICES, THEIR ELIGIBLE FAMILY MEMBERS, AND OTHER ELIGIBLE PERSONNEL, 20 DEC 02 1. 

THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE IS TO PROVIDE IMMEDIATE ASSISTANCE TO SOLDIERS BY STREAMLINING INSTALLATION ACCESS FOR THEIR FAMILY CARE  PROVIDERS AND FOR THOSE WHO SUPPORT SOLDIERS BY VOLUNTEERING AT ARMY ACTIVITIES. IT DESCRIBES THE PROCESS TO REGISTER THEIR PRIVATELY-OWNED VEHICLES AND TO ISSUE PERSONNEL ID CARDS SO INSTALLATION SECURITY FORCES CAN PROPERLY IDENTIFY FAMILY CARE PROVIDERS/VOLUNTEERS AND THEIR VEHICLES IN ORDER TO GRANT ENTRY ONTO ARMY INSTALLATIONS.

A. FAMILY CARE PROVIDERS.

(1) UNIT COMMANDERS WILL REVIEW AND VALIDATE ALL SOLDIER REQUESTS TO GRANT INSTALLATION ACCESS TO FAMILY CARE PROVIDERS AND WILL USE THE FAMILY CARE PLAN AND DOCUMENTS SPECIFIED IN AR 600-20 AS THE BASIS FOR THE REVIEW. COMMANDERS WILL FORWARD ALL VALIDATED REQUESTS TO THE APPROPRIATE VEHICLE REGISTRATION OFFICE WHICH WILL REGISTER THE REQUESTED VEHICLE IAW AR 190-5.

(2) UNIT COMMANDERS WILL FORWARD A COPY OF THE ID CARD REQUEST TO THE OFFICE RESPONSIBLE FOR ISSUANCE OF DA FORM 1602 (CIVILIAN IDENTIFICATION CARD) IAW AR 600-8-14.

B. ARMY VOLUNTEERS.

(1) INSTALLATION COMMANDERS WILL REVIEW AND VALIDATE ALL REQUESTS FOR ACCESS OF CIVILIAN VOLUNTEERS. REQUESTS FOR INSTALLATION ACCESS WILL BE FORWARDED BY ACTIVITY DIRECTORS THROUGH THE INSTALLATION VOLUNTEER COORDINATOR TO THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER REQUESTING A TEMPORARY VEHICLE REGISTRATION AND A DA FORM 1602 FOR EACH VOLUNTEER. THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER, OR DESIGNATED REPRESENTATIVE, WILL FORWARD THE VALIDATED REQUEST TO THE VEHICLE REGISTRATION OFFICE FOR THE ISSUANCE OF A TEMPORARY VEHICLE REGISTRATION DECAL.

(2) THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER, OR DESIGNATED REPRESENTATIVE, WILL FORWARD A COPY OF THE ID CARD REQUEST TO THE OFFICE RESPONSIBLE FOR ISSUANCE OF A TEMPORARY CIVILIAN ID CARD (DA FORM 1602) IAW 600-8-14.

2. VEHICLE REGISTRATION DECALS AND ID CARDS FOR FAMILY CARE PROVIDERS AND ARMY VOLUNTEERS ARE VALID FOR NO MORE THAN ONE YEAR. INSTALLATION COMMANDERS CAN EXTEND THE AUTHORIZATION AS LONG AS THE SOLDIER AND THE ACTIVITY DIRECTOR CERTIFIES THAT THE FAMILY CARE PROVIDER AND THE VOLUNTEER, RESPECTIVELY, CONTINUES IN A SATISFACTORY STATUS.
