SUBJECT: GUIDANCE FOR DISPOSITION OF MOBILIZED INDIVIUAL READY RESERVE(IRR) OFFICERS BEYOND MILITARY SERVICE OBLIGATION(MSO) COMPLETION.
1. REFERENCES:

A. DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE DIRECTIVE 1235.13, 16 JUL 05, SUBJECT: MANAGEMENT OF THE INDIVIDUAL READY RESERVE (IRR) AND THE INACTIVE NATIONAL GUARD (ING).

B. ARMY G-1 MEMORANDUM, SUBJECT: GUIDANCE FOR DISPOSITION OF ALERTED/MOBILIZED INDIVIDUAL READY RESERVE (IRR) OFFICERS BEYOND MILITARY SERVICE OBLIGATION (MSO) COMPLETION DATE, DATED 4 NOV 05. 

2. GENERAL. REFERENCE A ESTABLISHED AN IRR DECISION POINT POLICY MANDATING THE DISCHARGE OF IRR OFFICERS BEYOND THEIR MSO UNLESS THEY SPECIFICALLY REQUEST TO REMAIN IN THE IRR. GUIDANCE FOR IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DOD POLICY WITHIN THE ARMY IS CURRENTLY BEING DEVELOPED. IN THE INTERIM THIS MESSAGE ESTABLISHES PROCEDURES FOR ADVISING MOBILIZED IRR OFFICERS WHO ARE BEYOND MSO THAT THEY MAY ELECT TO CONTINUE WITH MOBILIZATION OR RESIGN THEIR COMMISSION AND TERMINATE THEIR MILITARY STATUS. THIS GUIDANCE DOES NOT APPLY TO IRR OFFICERS BEYOND THEIR MSO WHO HAVE ALREADY DEPLOYED (DEPARTED THE CONUS REPLACEMENT CENTERS (CRC)/MOBILIZATION STATIONS/POWER PROJECTION PLATFORMS (PPP) FOR THEIR ULTIMATE DUTY ASSIGNMENT IN CONUS OR OCONUS); THEY WILL BE REQUIRED TO FULFILL THE TERMS OF THEIR MOBILIZATION ORDERS. ADDITIONALLY, IRR OFFICERS WHO ARE CONTRACTUALLY OBLIGATED TO SERVE IN THE READY RESERVE IN CONJUNCTION WITH RECEIPT OF ADVANCED EDUCATIONAL ASSISTANCE, INCENTIVE PAY, OR BONUSES ARE INELIGIBLE AND WILL BE REQUIRED TO FULFILL THE TERMS OF THEIR MOBILIZATION ORDERS. 

3. THE FOLLOWING PROCEDURES WILL BE TAKEN TO ENSURE IRR OFFICERS BEYOND MSO ARE EXPEDITIOUSLY NOTIFIED AND PROVIDED THE OPPORTUNITY TO MAKE AN ELECTION REGARDING CONTINUANCE ON MOBILIZATION OR UNQUALIFIED RESIGNATION:

A. HRC WILL IDENTIFY MOBILIZED IRR OFFICERS BEYOND THEIR MSO DATE THAT ARE CURRENTLY AT TRAINING, CONUS REPLACEMENT CENTERS (CRC), MOBILIZATION STATIONS, OR POWER PROJECTION PLATFORMS. HRC WILL TRANSMIT A LISTING OF THE AFFECTED OFFICERS TO THE INSTALLATION MANAGEMENT AGENCY FOR DISSEMINATION TO THE APPLICABLE INSTALLATION AG.

B. THE INSTALLATION AG WILL NOTIFY THE CHAIN OF COMMAND THE OFFICER IS ASSIGNED TO AND ENSURE THE OFFICER IS ADVISED OF HIS/HER OPTION TO ELECT TO CONTINUE WITH MOBILIZATION OR RESIGN HIS/HER COMMISSION AND TERMINATE MILITARY STATUS. 

C. THE INSTALLATION AG WILL PROVIDE EACH AFFECTED OFFICER THE FOLLOWING ELECTION STATEMENT FOR COMPLETION:

I HAVE BEEN ADVISED OF THE OPTIONS TO REMAIN ON ACTIVE DUTY FOR MOBILIZATION OR RESIGN MY COMMISSION. 

______I ELECT TO REMAIN ON ACTIVE DUTY FOR MOBILIZATION. 

______I ELECT TO TENDER MY UNQUALIFIED RESIGNATION AS A RESERVE OFFICER OF THE ARMY, UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 3, SECTION II, AR 600-8-24. I HAVE ATTACHED A REQUEST FOR UNQUALIFIED RESIGNATION IAW FIGURE 3-1, AR 600-8-24. I UNDERSTAND THAT IF I PARTICIPATED IN CERTAIN ADVANCED EDUCATION PROGRAMS, I MAY BE REQUIRED TO REIMBURSE THE UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT AS STATED IN WRITTEN AGREEMENT MADE BY ME WITH THE UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT. I UNDERSTAND THAT IF I AM A VOLUNTARY SEPARATION INCENTIVE (VSI) RECIPIENT THAT I MAY FORFEIT ANY ADDITIONAL PAYMENTS UNDER THE PROGRAM.

D. THE INSTALLATION AG WILL ENSURE EACH AFFECTED OFFICER INITIALS NEXT TO THEIR ELECTION, SIGNS AND DATES THE STATEMENT AND RETURNS THE STATEMENT TO THE INSTALLATION AG. THE INSTALLATION AG WILL TRANSMIT TO HRC (AHRC-PDZ-RC) AN ELECTION STATEMENT FOR ALL AFFECTED OFFICERS, NO MATTER WHAT THEIR DECISION.

E. IN CASES WHERE THE OFFICER ELECTS TO REQUEST UNQUALIFIED RESIGNATION THE INSTALLATION AG WILL PROCESS THE RESIGNATION IN ACCORDANCE WITH AR 600-8-24, EXCEPT THAT ALL REQUESTS WILL BE SENT TO HRC (AHRC-PDZ-RC). THE ABOVE ELECTION FORM WILL SERVE AS THE OFFICERS INITIAL REQUEST. 

F. HRC (AHRC-PDZ-RC) WILL PROCESS RESIGNATIONS IAW AR 600-8-24 AND NOTIFY THE INSTALLATION AG OF APPROVAL/DISAPPROVAL. IN CASES OF APPROVED UNQUALIFIED RESIGNATIONS THE INSTALLATION AG WILL REASSIGN THE AFFECTED OFFICER TO THE TRANSITION CENTER FOR SEPARATION PROCESSING. 

G. HRC (AHRC-PDZ-RC) WILL FORWARD A COPY OF THE ELECTION STATEMENT AND, IN CASES OF APPROVED RESIGNATIONS, A COPY OF THE APPROVAL TO HRC (AHRC-PAP-T). 

H. HRC WILL ALSO FORWARD A REPORT TO HQDA, G-1 OPERATIONS DIVISION (DAPE-MP-PRO) THAT PROVIDES THE STATUS/ELECTION OF ALL IRR OFFICERS WHO ARE BEYOND MSO, ARE ON ACTIVE DUTY, AND WHO HAVE NOT YET DEPLOYED, ON A DAILY BASIS UNTIL ALL OFFICERS CURRENTLY IN THE PIPELINE HAVE ELECTED AN OPTION.
