Sir, 

The reason there are so many accidents is leaders will not bring pain on soldiers for aggressive driving.  Before our deployment to Iraq my BDE had 3-5 tickets (soldiers on the blotter) per night.  I kept talking about it, and talking about it...it did NO good.  Finally I told my legal NCO that I wanted to see every soldier and the entire NCO support channel who showed up on the blotter for a moving traffic violation.  When the soldier showed up, I put him and his supervisor on additional training at the barracks parking lot from 1800 to 2200...and they would be at PT the next morning...and would last up to a week depending on the violation.  They would stop all vehicles leaving the parking lot and they would have a script to say "On behalf of CSM Glenn and the 525 MI Bde, I would like to remind everyone to drive safe, wear your seatbelts, obey all traffic rules and speed limits, and don't forget to show courtesy to your fellow drivers".  My moving violations went down to 1 in 3 months.  Since returning from Iraq, I currently have one soldier out there this week...I have not had another incident.  My

suggestion is that would be mandatory...Army wide!!!  My commander supports me and has had officers out there with their Company commander...It has caused ME to watch my speed as I would put myself out there if I got a ticket...just a suggestion as it would save lives...no soldier wants to spend that kind of time.  I believe we are coddling soldiers because of all the deployments...and we are killing them because of it.  Soldiers are using

deployments and war as an excuse to act irresponsible...and leaders are letting them.
