SUBJECT: POLICY MEMORANDUM FOR DEPLOYED SOLDIER ACCOUNTABILITY 

1. SOLDIER ACCOUNTABILITY DURING THE GLOBAL WAR ON TERRORISM IS CRITICALLY IMPORTANT-- ESPECIALLY IN THE U.S. CENTRAL COMMAND (CENTCOM) AOR; IT IS OUR RESPONSIBILITY, UNDER TITLE X UNITED STATES CODE TO ACCOUNT FOR OUR SOLDIERS. NUMEROUS AD HOC SYSTEMS AND LOCAL DATABASES HAVE CONTRIBUTED TO WIDE VARIANCES BETWEEN STRENGTH REPORTING AND ACCURATE BY-NAME ACCOUNTABILITY. AD HOC SYSTEMS ARE INADEQUATE IN ACCOUNTING FOR THE DEPLOYED FORCE.

2. THE U.S. ARMY HUMAN RESOURCES COMMAND_S (HRC), THE ADJUTANT GENERAL DIRECTORATE, DEVELOPED THE DEPLOYED THEATER ACCOUNTABILITY SYSTEM (DTAS) TO OVERCOME THIS SHORTFALL. THE FIELDING OF DTAS TO ARMY AND MARINE CORPS UNITS IN THE CENTCOM AOR WAS COMPLETED IN APRIL

2005 AND ENABLES COMMANDERS TO ACCOUNT FOR, AND REPORT DAILY, DEPLOYED PERSONNEL BY NAME, UNIT, AND LOCATION.

3. THE ARMY MUST HAVE A SINGLE SYSTEM TO PROVIDE ACCOUNTABILITY IN THE CENTCOM AOR TO MEET MANY MANDATES; DTAS WILL BE USED FOR THAT PURPOSE. DTAS IS IN COMPLIANCE WITH DODI 6490.3, DEPLOYMENT HEALTH SURVEILLANCE AND READINESS, AS WELL AS SECTION 734 OF THE FISCAL YEAR 2005 NATIONAL DEFENSE AUTHORIZATION ACT (PUBLIC LAW 1 Q8-375, 28 OCTOBER 2004), WHICH DIRECTS THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE TO PRESCRIBE A DOD POLICY ON THE COLLECTION AND DISSEMINATION OF IN-THEATER INDIVIDUAL PERSONNEL LOCATION DATA.

4. WE MUST HAVE ACCURATE ACCOUNTABILITY OF OUR DEPLOYED SOLDIERS. I URGE YOU TO ENSURE DTAS DATA IS ACCURATE AND UPDATED TO PROVIDE OUR COMMANDERS, AT ALL ECHELONS, A COMMON, ACCURATE OPERATIONAL PICTURE OF THE FORCE. DTAS ACCURACY WILL ALSO ENSURE THAT WE TAKE CARE OF, NOT ONLY OUR COMMANDERS, BUT ALSO OUR SOLDIERS AND THEIR FAMILIES.
