Other command assignments include: South Atlantic Division, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers; Los Angeles District during the Northridge Earthquake of 1994; and the 326th Engineer Battalion, 101st Airborne Division (Air Assault) during DESERT SHIELD/STORM. Previous staff assignments include: Assistant Chief of Staff for Installation Management; Executive Assistant to the Vice Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff; Chief of Staff, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers; and Associate Professor of Mechanical Engineering at West Point.

He holds a Master of Science in mechanical engineering from University of Michigan and a Master of Business Administration from Long Island University, NY.
