      The PQA Program was created in 1988 to recognize federal organizations that have improved their overall performance and demonstrated a sustained trend in delivering high quality products and services to customers.  The Presidential Award for Quality, the highest level of recognition, is the federal government’s equivalent of the Malcolm Baldrige National Quality Award.  Past Army winners of the Presidential Award for Quality are Army Infantry School and Center and Fort Benning, Fort Benning, GA (1997); Armament Research, Development and Engineering Center, Picatinny Arsenal, NJ (1996); and Tank-Automotive Research Development and Engineering Center, Warren, MI (1995).
