SUBJECT:  Inactivation of Unit at Fort Sam Houston, Texas

The Department of the Army today announced the decision to inactivate the 94th Medical Detachment (Veterinary Medicine) on 15 June 2001.  The unit is assigned to the 1st Medical Group, III Corps, Fort Hood, Texas, and the U.S. Army Forces Command.  The unit is authorized 12 military personnel.

This action is taken to meet active Army structure reductions as dictated by Total Army Analysis and to support structure changes as outlined in the Army’s Medical Reengineering Initiatives (MRI).  

New assignments for personnel in the unit have not yet been finalized.  Depending on their specialties, soldiers will be moved to other vacant positions on Fort Sam Houston until they complete their tours of duty.  

This action will have minimal if any impact on the installation and surrounding communities.
