SUBJECT: Relocation of the 9th Detachment (Logistics Planning Augmentation Team (LPAT))


The Department of the Army announced today the relocation of the 9th Detachment (LPAT) from Fort Belvoir, Virginia, to Fort Lee, Virginia, effective 17 September 2001.

The 9th Detachment (LPAT) is a Logistics Planning Augmentation unit whose mission is to augment the transportation planning capabilities of a corps.  During wartime, the unit is assigned to a corps headquarters.  The 300th Area Support Group (ASG) at Fort Lee, Virginia, serves as the 9th Detachment’s peacetime higher headquarters.  Consequently, the 9th Detachment is better positioned when co-located at Fort Lee, Virginia, with the 300th ASG, for the fulfillment of its mission.

The addition of 10 military personnel at Fort Lee, Virginia, will not impact the local economy or environment.
