Unit Actions at Fort Lewis in FY01


The Department of the Army today announced the decision to activate the 21st Transportation Company at Fort Lewis, Washington.  This action is being taken as a result of decisions made during the Total Army Analysis process.  The mission of the 21st Transportation Company is to supplement cargo/supply handling operations at combat service support activities in corps and division areas to alleviate cargo backlogs. The effective date of the activation is 16 June 2001 and will result in an increase of 268 military authorizations.  

In addition, the following actions have occurred on Ft Lewis in FY 01:  The 40th Transportation Company, Medium Truck Petroleum (-Plt), inactivated on 15 October 2000 and activated on 16 Oct 2000 as a multi-component unit.  This conversion resulted in no losses or gains in military authorizations.  The 63d Ordnance Company converted to the new modular organization, which resulted in a reduction of 13 military authorizations.  The 542d Ordnance Company reorganized with the inactivation of one team.  The action resulted in a reduction of 11 military authorizations. 

All actions will result in a net gain of 244 military authorizations at Fort Lewis in FY 01.  These actions will have minimal impact on the installation and surrounding communities as they involve less than one and a half percent of the installation’s total population. Military authorizations at Fort Lewis after these actions are implemented will total 21,588.
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
